EXPLANATORY, 
1. Tue FORERUNNER OF CHRisT.—Va. 

1-3. 1. “The beginning of tne gospel. 
This verse is a title to the book of 
Mark, It is equivalent to “ Here 
beginneth” the gospel, etc. .“ The gos- 

1.” Shortened from “good spell: 
. e.,, good story, news, tidings. The 
best news the world ever received was 
brought by Jesus Christ; nay, more, 
Jesus Christ himsell wos the good news, 
“ the gospel alive,” *‘ Jesus Christ the 
Son of Ged.” This is the full title of 
our Lord, a complete description of our 
lorious Saviour. ““Jesns” (meaning 

Eaviour) was his personal name, show- 
ing his hunisn natore. He was a PER- 
¥ECT MAN, “Christ” (mea anoint- 
ed) is the Greek equivalent of the He- 
brew Messiah. He was the PROMISED 
Messian, “TheSonof Ged.” Thisde- 
clares his eternal and divine nature, as 
expreesed more folly in John 1: 1-8, 14. 
He was the TRUE Gob, the second per- 
son in the glorious Trinity. 

2, ““ As it is written.” (R.v., erenas.) 
Note the punctuation of verses 2, 8. 4, 
in the Revised Version, where this 
phrase is connected with verse 4, eten 
as the prophets fcretold, so John came, 
eto, “In the prophets.” Verse 2 is 
from Mal. 3: 1, and verse 3 from Isa. 
40: 3, ‘ Behold Itend my messenger 

As h went hres 
, proclaim 

their coming, sod every one tO 
make way for them, so John was a 
herald to make proclamation of the 
coming of Ohzist and his kingdom. 

8. “The voice” (Yea. 40: 5-5) The 
prophet was t. , as it were, 
into the midst of the scenes he de- 
scribes, and seems to hear the voice. 
John is called “a voice” b : (1) 

and Elisha (2 Kings 8: 8, 14). “ CGun- 
fessing their sive.” The very act of 
baptism was & confession of sins and & 
yromise of repentaoce, but doubtless 
they also, as Alford says, made *“ a par- 
ticular and individual confession "; not, 
bowever, made il to Jobn, but 
before the people. No one t 

who does not alsQ confess —to 
the sins against God, to man the 

eins against man, ever also making 
restitution as far as possible. 
Vawve or Cosressiox or Ex, (1) 

Confession strikes at the root of the 
matter, showing that we ourselves are 
to blame for our sins and the scrrows 
that flow from them. (2) It honors 
God before men, no longer imputing to 
him the evils which belong to our 
selves. (3) It confirms and strength 
ens us in our new lite. It is a barrier 
against returning again tosin. (4) It 
tends also to convict others of sin, and 
to lead them to repentance. (5) There- 
fore everytbing that is noble and bon- 
orable in our nature requires us to con. 
fess our sins. 

6. “And John was clothed with 
camel's bair.”” Woven intoa garment, 
» mantle or tunic such as the Bedouins 
still wear. Not the elegant kind of 
cloth made of the fine hair of the cimel, 
which is thence called camlet, but a 
poser oe ag oe from the pe 
an shaggy r (a every year) 
those animals. This raiment of camel's 
hair was nothing else than that sack- 
cloth of which we read so much in the 
vcriptures. This is one of the most ad- 
mirable materials for clothing ; it keeps 
out the heat, cold, and rain. It is used 
only by the poorest class. ‘‘ And with 
a girdle of a skin :” i. e,, of untanned 
leather, like that worn by the Bedouin 
of the present day. This was in con- 
trast with the richly ornamented gir 
dles, often of the greatest richness, em- 
broidered with silver and gold, in which 
Orientals delight. “ And he did eat lc- 
custs.” The c mmon brown locust is 
about three inches in length, and the 
eneral form is that of a grasshopper. 

sts have been used as food from 
the earliest times. Herodotus speaks 
of a Libyan nation who dried their lo- 
custs in the sun, and ate them with 
milk, The more common method, 
however, was to pull off the legs and 
wings and roast them in an iron dish. 
Then they were thrown into a bag and 
eaten like parched corn, each one taking 
& handful when he chose. They are 
still eaten by the Bedouins, snd by 
some of our American Indians, “ And 
wild honey,” made by wild bees, and 
stoved in hollow trees or clefts in the 
rocks. 

Sixth, Joux PrEacugp CHRIST TO 
THE Prorix 7. * And preached.” John 
did much more than baptise; he warned,

II. Jos THE BarmisT PREPARING 
TBE WAY ror OHRIST.—Vs. 4-8. Study- 
ing these verses in connection with the 
description of John’s work as given in 
Matthew and J uke, we note several 
ways in which John prepared the way 
for the work of Jesus Christ. 

First. Jons CALLED THE ATTENTION 
or THE PEOPLE to the fact that the new 
kingdom of God wss at hand. His 

“The latchet of whose shoes,” 
or rather, sandals. ** Latchet,” a word 
now obsolete, was the “thong” or

The Holy 
Spirit was symbolised by fire, which 
enlightened, and purified, and renewed, 
with intense power.

ligation to repent. Ablation in the 
East is, indeed, of itself, almost a re- 
ligious duty. The dust and heat weigh 
upon the spirits add heart like a load ;

If one so deeply devout had 
stayed away from the ministry and 
baptism of the new prophet, it would 
have been setting a very bad example, 
unless fexplained. (2) Jisus was the 
exam for his di:ciples to imitate; 
and as baptism was to be an ordinance 
of perpetual obligation in the new dis: 

we see the sm of 
Jesus an example to bis frllowers. (3) 
It was a public renunciation of sin and 
a public profession of religion. It is true

He went up pray- 
fog. All suchrsolemn ordinarces should 
be bathed in » spirit of prayer. “ He 
saw.” While he prayed. in answer to 
prayer. Even to Jesus the best gifts 
came through prayer. 80 it was that 
the transfiguration came. “The heav- 
ens open or, as in ®. Vv. rent asunder, 

All that hed hidden tcom him the view 
of his heavenly heme and his Father 
above was rent asunder, and he saw 
ino the very heaven o' heavens. “And 
the Bpirit like a dove descendiog upon 
him.” This is & most captivatiog sym- 
bolism. All along the ages ii is the 
power of his gentleness and tenderness 
and meekness,—hia glove, in short, — 
that has been victorious. He has 
“wooed ” and won. We are apt to 
think of Jesus Christ as the only great 
manifestation of God’s lova., The dove 
expresses God’s abiding love in our 
heats ; even the Spirit produces, in the 
hearts of those who dwell in the spirit, 
the dove-like nature, —gentle, loviog, 
attractive. x 

11. “ And there came a voice from 
heaven.” Threetimes dmiog our Lord's 
earthly ministry was a voios heard from 
heaven : (1) at his baptism! (2) at his 
transfiguaration (Mark 9: 7); (3) in 
the courts of the temple during Passion 
Week (John 12: 28), This was the di- 
vine anointing of Jesus as the Messiah 
King, and it was well to have direct 
testimony from his Father, and from 
heaven his home. “Saying, Thou art 
my beloved Son.” The very words ad- 
dressed to the Messiah in Ps. 2: 7. “In 
whom I was well plessed.” This voice 
from heaven assured Jesus that he was 
indeed the Son of God, and had God's 
help and approval in all his difficult 
mission. “The coming upon him of 
the Holy Spirit was (1) the public io- 
auguration for his mission.
