Calo and Abel ‘were brothers in the 

same family, snd furnish ab with a most 
valuable study: in which we will find 
that Divine law, which 1s equally ap 
plicable to the jstian church, Be- 
cause Ohrist doviares His followers to 
be “brethren,” while Paul calls the 
church “a family.” That law which 
binds the memoers of a family to 
gether, and obligates each to be the 
other's keeper, finds ita fullest wnd 
highest expression in the ‘ghurch of 
God, h) 
Now what regulates conddct between 

members of » family? An act of 
parliament ! A carefully formulsted 
system of rules” No, but an unwritten, 
yet deeply embedded law in the moral 
nature, which expresses its msjeatic 
power in a thousand different ways. © 
There are laws written by the Al- 

mighty ficger on tables of stone for the 
government of men in masses or ns- 
tions, Bul the law that goveros the 
home fis written “on the tables of the 
heart.” Both have the same crigin, but 
while’the written is a cold legal law for 
the head, the unuritten is & warm moral 

law for the heart. Even the dark -at 
savages feel the superb force of this 
unwritten law, governing them in their 
conduct tow ards their own kith and kin. 
A cannibal will protect bis own brother, 
while a stravger be will kill and est; 
not because his brother is a better man, 
as a man, but because the relationship 
is diflerent. 
A number of persons rsgenerated by 

the Holy Bpiri, are all changd into & 
relation to each other that is simply 
unique. They, finding themselvés one 
in spivit, agree to unite in the worship 
of God, and in the extension of & cer- 
tain fundamental principle. Fir gre 
sent conveni say, “The principl 
of obedience to Christ in all things and 
in all places.” They draw up a brief 
form of some dozen tiuths, honestly 
representing New Testament teaching, 
and then covenant to be each other's 
keeper. They elect pastor ard dsacons; 
and are called a church. Those be- 
lievers hold the same relation to esch 
other that exists between children of a 
human family. It will help us just 
here if we read the covenant of a Bap 
tist church, and let us obstrve how its 
framers embodied the great unwritten 
law that prevails in family life. 

CHUICH COVENANT.

church, the reliet of the par, and the 
spread of the gcspel through all 
nations. 

Also to maintain family and secrat 
devotion; to religiously educate oar 
children; to seek the salvation of our 
kindred and scquaintances; 10 walk 
circamapectly in the world ; to be just 
in our dealings, faithful in our engages 
ments, and ¢xemplary in our deport 
ment ; to avoid all tattling, backbiting 
and excessive anger; to abatain from 
the sale and use of iutoxicating drinks 
aa & beverage, and to be zealous in our 

efforts to advance the kingdom of our 
Baviour. 

Also to watch over one another in 
brotherly love; to remember each 
other in prayer; to aid each ctherin 
sickness and distress ; tocultivateChris- 
tisn syropathy in feeling and courtesy 
inspeech; tobeslow totake offence, bat 

always ready for reconciliation, and 
mindfal of the rules of our Saviour to 
secnre it without delay. 
We moreover engage, that when we 

remove from this place, we will as s50a 
as poesible unite with rome other 
church, where we can carry out the 
gps of this ¢c vensnt and the prin- 
ciples of God's Word.”

‘Baptist 
churches have no laws, but each church 
is .governed by the law of Christ. 
When one does anything that is nore 
than & breach of his church covenant, 
he must be dealt with sccording to 
the teschiogs of the New Testament. 
Bat crivies are not dealt with in our 
church covenants, and criminal profes 
sors of Christianity must be punished 
first, noocrding to the Word, and restor- 
ative fl ris made afterwards. 

Bat just here and now we are more 
particularly engaged with forms of 
violation of the covenant, that involve 
“brother-like eflorts to restore an offend 
tog brother to his former covenant re 
iatioosbip, The Covenant breathes the 
Spirit of Christ, snd members who know 
a brother Lo have violated his covenant, 
can only save themselves from alss violal- 
ing their covenant by ‘faithfully laboring 

to restore the offending brother. 
*Brethrep, if & man be overtaken in 

« {salt, ye which are spiritual restcre 
such an one, in the spirit of meekness ; 
considering thyself, lést thou also be 
tempted. Bear ye one another's burdens, 
and so falfill the law of Christ.” You 
may possibly suggest, ‘Why not pas 
laws of a probibitory nature, and make 
short work of all those who violate their 
church covenant ?” 

1st. Because such a course would not 
be in harmony with the Spirit or Teach- 
ings of Christ and His apostles. Hedid 
not make Laws to cover every detail of 
possible cffences, but He gaye rRisci- 
vrs for the guidance of church for 
all time. e Divine Being gave laws 
for the Jews, but principles for the Chrig; 
tians. ‘The more laws a church or de- 
ncnination has, the further they recede 
toward Julsism. The Roman Catholic 
church has most laws, ahd resembles 
Judaism. The Baptist church has nb 
laws (but those of N. T.) and resembles 
the ideal of the Founder of Christiani- 
ty. All depomisatiors acknowledging 
Christ's Divinity come between thse 
two bodies, the extremes of religious 
thought and actipn. 

2nd. ‘Because the enactment of a set 
of laws for dealing: with covenant 
treakers, would deprive Christians of 
those labors, that are both beneficial 
and needful for their mutual good. If 
laws enough existed in every church tG° 
cover eviry inconsistency, graat or 
am IL, it wculd be a very essy task to 
just summarily administer the penalty 
wich snd such a breach involved. This 
wuld save work, worry and watchfulness 
oa each other's behalf, but what a great 
loss the unfallen members would suffery 
in not being obliged to simpathize with, 
and lovingly labor for the restoration of 
the offendec | And also what a great loss 
the offender would experience in not re- 
ceiving the kind and brotherly efforts 
of the brethren to restore him. 
church governed by a code of laws 
would speedly exchange its charjcter 
from Chrisy's Bride for a school ter. 
I'nless love dominate the members of & 
church, one or two things must 
bappen. * (1) Offenders will not be 
labored with, ard so all will break 
their covenant.’ (2) ‘Or discipline. if 
administered at all, will be done. so 
harshly as to do both the offender and 
the other church members more harm 
than good. The love of Christ is equal. 
to every emergency, whereas a set of 
cold laws can cover: the ground of 
offences only very partially. Each his 
“orother’'s keeper,” will reach more 
nearly Christ's ideal of His church. 
(3) Because & code of laws for dealing 
with every breach of the covenant 
could resuit in the chureh legislating 
itself out of” existence; pis, eye ex- 
pl all its spirituality. As soon as you 
ezin making Laws for this purpose, 
where are you going to end? There 
are several forms of worldliness troub- 
ling the churches today which have 
fascinated some professing Christi 
so much that they have ‘been drawn 
into the gi'dy whirl of ungodly pleas- 
ure. Some Christians will debate the 
qu stion whether or not are card play- 
ing theatre patronage, liquor drinking 
and dancing do involve a breach of 
th: iz covenant relationships with their 
brethren. Yet the concensus of opin- 
ion held by the very best Christian 
men and women; in all denominations, 
ie that these f)ur customs of modern 
society are decided forms of ungodly 
pleasure, in which no Christian can in- 
dulge without violating his covenant rela- 
tions with his brethren and sisters. 
Now it would be easy enough to pass 

church laws prohibiting its members 
from participating in any of these con- 
demnped forms of pleasure. But at the 
very next church business meeting, 
some one thus affected might propose. 
a law prohibiting its members from 
incurring debts. And. he could 
adioce Scripture for its basis— 
“Owe no man soything.” = At the 
next meeting another member wishing 
to bit some one yretty hard, might pro- 
pose a law to prohibit its members from 
smoking, giving as his that no 
man can fill his system with narcotic 
oil and obey the injunction of the 
Apostle, “Keep thysell pure.” At the

Woald it not be more 
Uhrist-like, more sympathetic, more 
likely to melt you to tears, more like 
lovicg one's neighbor ss hamsel!? if a 
brother or sister were to approsch you 
in the 8, irit of Christ and try to restore 
you to fidelity to Cheist, and to your 
covenant relationship with your 
brothers and sisters in your church? 
Surely vou and [ would rather that the 
latter course were pursued if we had 
broken our coveoant, than the cold 
legal course of executing the reanlts of 

{ law. WE LIgE the “Golden 
Whatsoever ye would that men 

should do to you, do ye even so to 
them,” tn be put in‘ practice, when 
we are the cwiprits, ‘fhen we like to 
feel (hat our brother is oar keener ; for 
our case invites, yea longs for that ten- 
der kindly 1sbor prompted by Christ's 
love. What we prefer under snch cir- 
cumstances vorT would prefer. For 
the race is & uvi. on this gieat subjsct 
after experiencing the fitness of loving 
aber of fellow Christies to effect & 
restoration to fidelity.

A church governed 
by written Javs is no longer true 
to the ideal of the Founder of 
Christianity ; for the ideal church 
is governed by the Spirit of Him 
who said to the' constituent mem- 
bes of the first church, “One is your 
Master even Christ, and all ye are 
brethren.” 
The church of the Pharisees tried to 

govern themselves by Law. With what 
resalt? Read Matt.-28: 23-25, of 
laws affected the onfward appearance, 
but did not touch the inner moral nature, 
the seat of the affections, where desire 
and motives are born, Look at the 
failure of the law-guided Pharisees in 
seeking to reform (?) others. In John 
8 "2-11, what did they seek in the ap: 
plicasicn of their laws? The por r cul- 
jrit’s penitence and restoration? . No; 
only the vindication of their law, The 
destruction of the woman's body by 
stones, and of her soul by 8, wes LO 
them of no importance, as compared 
wih the upholding of taedignity of 
their law. 
Now “compare their ‘method with 

Christ's in dealing with this same 
case. He first applied their own law 
Xo themselves, and they went out one 
“by one, being convicted in their con- 
sciences. He, secondly, laid aside the 
‘cold legal law of M ses and began to 
work with the t unwritten law of 
love. He hated her sins, but loved her 
soul ; and we know he brought her fo 
p:nitence and restored her to- purity. 
fo be and act like Jesus, is the 
meaning and purpose of our covenant.
