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Family Worship Among Baptists.

Some of our asscciations have en-
deavored the past few years to obtain
statistics as to the number of families
in the several churches which main-
tain fanmily worship, with a view to
promote among the people the observ-
ance of this important means of grace.
The eflorts in this direction have not
been satisfactory. Most pastors, per-
hapa,feel it rather tco delicate a thing
to inquire of their members personally
in reterence to the matter, and if the
knowledge sought is not obtained
through the pastor it is ot likely to be
got through any other channel. So
far as the statistics obtained indicate
anything beyond the difficulty of ob-
taining them, it is that among our
people at the present time there is a
lamen able neglect of family worship.
In order to ascertain the facts in refer-
ence to this matter among the familics
connected with his church, a pastor of
oae of the leadiog churches in the N.
8. Central Associstion has issued to
his peuple a pastoral letter. This let-
ter it seems worth while to puoblish
here. in futl both for the value of its
omtents and as a suggestion to other
pastors who may think it well to pur
