I am sorry that this subject has to be
dragged into this paper agaio. 1 donot
know whether Brother Grant isan Eag
lishman or not; but it is said that “‘an
Eaglishman never knows when he is
beat.” This ma'ter of & Convintivn of
the Baptist churches of New Brnnswick
tonanage our own 1 cal aflairs has'
been tested several tinics at regularly
constituted gatherings for that purpose,
in each of which Brother Grant hss
been in the minority, and yet he keeps
1p his skirmishing. Surely he cught
to know by this time thata New Bruns-
wick Baptist Convention is a foregone
conelusion. To attempt to kill it now
would bz the most” disastrous and
suicidal action that any sst of Baptist
cranks con'd attempt. The iocipient or-
ganizatio has been consuminated, and
an act of ircorporation secured, not-
withstanding Brother Grant's opposi-
tion. To talk about s Iarge msjority
vote being taken at two of the associa-
tions last year against this movem:nt
ismost misleading. For ia the first
placa the associations have nothing to
d> with the matter. They are not.cor-
stituted for any such purpose; and no
one of them oan decide such a matter
for all the resg of the churches in the
province; and that was the reason that
the'promoters of this movement did
not prepare themselves to iueet the
question at either of the associations
last year. They had called for & meet*
‘ing of repr.sentatives from all the
churches in the province to meet and
deliberate, and také decided action
upon the matter by a majority vote.
That was the only' constitutional way
euch a matter could be either affiried
or neghtived; and & most overwheln-
ing ms jority decided to form a separate
Convention, which would divide the
New DBrunswick churches from the
Maritime Cozvention. With this 1natter
the commitiee of twelve appointed at
that meeting, beld a year ago today,
went to the Maritime Convention ia
August last which convened at St.
Marting, and after a long and friendly
discussion with a committee appointed
by the Convention to confer with us to
eee if there were not some p asible
solution of the ma'ter by which a
division of the Convention might not
be needed, the Brussels St. meeting's
committee proposed & compromise, by
which the Maritime Convention was to
remain in tact as it was, with the ex-
ception of the msnagement of home
missions and academic educalion.
These 1atters were to be managed by
another crganization in each province,
called Beparate Convention or any
name they might chocse to designaie
it. Bee Year Book- for '03, pages 13,
26 and 27.  We have chosen to call our
organization “The New Brunswick
Baptist Convention.” Why object to
the name? It does not mean a divi-
sion of the Maritime Convention by
any inference whatever. That Conven-
tion will continue to meet alternately
in each province as heretofore. Neither
will the taking of these two items of
business out of it lessen its importance
nor mar its working, for it existed and
prospered maoy years before these local
enterprises were taken into it. And
now secondly, it will be seen by the
foregoing that Bro. Granl's article is
misleading when he seems to imply
that the vote of the two aasociations
last year were leveled against our New
Brunswick Convention as now consti-
tuted, which is not the case. They
voted against dividing the Maritime
Convention. That was a mad dog
cry of another colar, I doubt
very much, if the . matter had
come ‘before these associations ‘as
it now stands, whether the vote.had
stood as it then did; for I have heard
many of those who were in the majority
vote at these gatherings say that they
voted against the movement as it was
then presented, but would now
go in_ for this. In fact: it is only
those who were A opposed to the
agreement reached at 8t. Martins by the
two committees who gre keepivg up
this opposition agitation now. And I
think it is very unfair for Brother Grant
or anyone else to hold out the ideathat
this matter isjto be tested at our associa-
tione this year, when there is & notice
now in this paper that a ineeting is
called for on the 20th of June to take
action on the matter, at which meeting
all the churches are requested to be re-
presented, this should be final; and I
hope that for the peace and harmony
of our associations when gathered, that
no brother will have the fool-hardyhood
to bring this question up again ; for if
80, I fear thet a strife and an alienation
will arise, not only in thé associstions,
but between the churches, and in the
churches, that will be most detrimental
to the work which is now given us to
do. Therefore let no church neglect
to represent itself at the 20th of June
meetivg by suppcsing that the assogia-
tions will veto ik, Many of our country
churches ara weak enough now without

A requisition signed by 94 membets
of the Lower Aylesford church asking
their dismission to form a separate
Baptist church at North Ki«gston, N.
8., was duly presented to the church,
discussed at & regular con’erence and
their dismission refused. ‘iose mem-
bers who signed said req..sition then
called a council from other Baptist
church's and ssked to be f rmed into
and recognized as a regular Baptist
church, There being no regularly ap-
pointed delegates from the Lower
Ayleaford church present to represent
the churcb, the council, after some
consideration, having heard the requi-
sition and those appointed to speak on
behalf of the members whose names
appeared thereto, appointed a commit-
tee of three of the council, viz., Rev.
A. Cohoon, Rev. E. E. Daley and Bro.
Colin  Roscoe, to visit the mother
church and endeavor to recure s basis
of settlement of the difficulties exist-
isg, and failing in this, to secure the
amicable dismission of thoee aski
therefor to form a separate churzg
agreeble to the terms of the requisition.
The meaurg then adjourned to Wednes-
day, the 25th of April, 1894, The ad-
_yourned meeling was held at the North
Kiogston Baptist church at above
date, Rev. E O. Reid in the chair.
Minutes of previous meeting read, cor-
rected and approved; the committee
appointed by council to confer with
the Lower Aylesford church reported
that tbey met with the church at their
regular quarterly meeting, were kindly
received and patiently listened to.
After soms discussion the dismission
of the brethrén and sisters whose names
appeared on the requisition was freely
granted to forin a new Baptist church
at North Kingston.
