- oe a 
ENCOURAGENENTS TO HOME MISSION 

WORK. 

BY THN SECRETARY. 

1. The first encouragement to which 
wo call attention is the promise of the 
Master “Lo, | am with you nlway, even 
unto the end of the world.” We are ac 
customed to quote this with i yo ref 

t erence to Foreign Missions. belongs 
as much, however, to the worker at 
home as to the worker abroad. In giv. 
ing the commission he took oare, no. 
cording to Luke, 10 instruct thy disciples 
to witness for him in Jerusalem and 
Judea and Samaria, as well as the uiter. 
most part of the earth. 
He was with his disciples as they did 
Home Mission work in Jerusalem and 
Judea, and ware sure that he keeps 
His promises to the Home Missionary 
today. ’ 

2. A second encouragement to Home 
Mission work is the field of opera 
This is work among the poor rather than 
the rich, This is true whether the mis. 
sionary labor in the city or the country. 
Experience has shown this to be the 
most hopeful place for soul-winnfhg. 
P.ul's testimoly is “not any wise alter 
the flesh, not many mighty, not many 
noble are called.” It is not usually the 
rich church of the city, with its eloquent 
pastor, fine choir and complete appoint- 
ments, that wins the largest number of 
converts, We hive even known the 
little mission Baptist ‘church gather in 
more than all the other Baptist churches 
of the oity. 

3 The appreciation with which the 
work and the workers is received is 
another encouragement iu the prosecu 
tion of this work. In no other depart 
ment of christian work is there so much 
of appreciation on the part of those for 
whom the efforts are made as in this.

1814, when the work was formally taken 
up by the denomination, the blessing 
has not been wanting.

been on our mission roll since 1882, hav.

8, Another encouragement to Home 
Mission work is seen in the reflex bene- 
fita. that proceed from it. There are 
always reflex benefits from all work for 
Christ. In many oases however these 
are spiritual rather than material. Io | 
the case of Houre Mission work they are 
material as well as spiritual, We oan do | 
litle more than name these at present : | 

(1) It cements the denomination ,by 
bringing the strong ohurches to feel an 
interest in the weak churches, and the 
weak churches to think kindly of the 
strong churches because of the help 
given thew 

(2) It strengthens the deSomination 
by Incressing the number of the 
churches, and building up many weak 
ones into self sustaining churches, by 
supplying manv valuable members for 
the strong churches, especially of the 
towns and oities, and by furnishing many 

good men for our ministry. 
Seeing then that there am so many 

things to encourage we appeal to all who 
love our Lord Jesus Christ and desire 
the advancement of his cause to contri
