basiness.” Thus by saiogle stroke the
fathers laid missiotsaquarely upon the
whole denominstion and evidently in

tended that all should be intcraat d in
this most important work.

The fir:t Board to look after Home
Missions in New Brioawick was ap
pointed at the Assoctation of 1520 snd
consisted of the fillbwing brathren :
Eldery R.8cott, Elijsh Estabrooks, T
S, Harding and brooren T. Pettingell,
W. Wilm i, J DeakeandJ: Ring.

After the organizition of the New
Brunswick - Assccfation in 1822 »s a
separate body,a greater degree of apecial
interest meems to have been taken in
this w 1k, and soon more regular and
systematio plans beganto be put fdrth
for ita fyriherance,

In 1¥ king back today over these
first home missionary efloris we can
bardly refrain from expréwing our
amazement at ‘the boldness of faith in
the early pioneers and our admiration
of their enthusiasm and spiritual zeal.
Distriots and settlements, where noth-
ing invited tbhem but the lost s uls of
men, were reely traversed, and in many
of them God owned His truth wiin
wondrous ard saviog power.- It fs
rather remarkayie top, to note that io
diflerent sectiona of New Brunswick,
where toe fathers broke the ground and
planted the first germs of gospel prinol-
ples, theig snccess rs have thus far
failed to [Sllow upwhat had been so well
begun. A few ol thesefnstances [ shall
notios in passing

Bat little is now known of the doings
of the New Brunswick Association from
the time of its organization until the

827, when it met July 9 and 10 at
lear. No aocount of this seesion
appears to have been furnished for I'r
Biil's History, but | find & report of 1t
in the Baptist ‘Magazine of London for
the year 1828, From this we learn
that the association then comprised
twenty-cight churches and bad a total
memberaliip of 1847.. Boarcely one
tenth our present numbers, and yet
they weresending out missionariee, east,
west, north and scuth, to all parts of
the province

From the published account of mis-
fands ¢xpended, dated Feb. 20th
we gather that in the year then
Jost endiog the total disbursements of
the soolety existing in New Brunswick
reach the qum of $262 M),
today, acoording to

ol least WX sonnally, or abont
double what is “sotually laid out.

In Gloucester, where today not &

up at New Brandon, New Durham and
severad other important settlements in,

Here R'v. E Hickson in his earlier
ministry, amid obstacles such as the
fathers had met elsewhere hali a cen
tury previous, succeeded after much
selt sacrifice and hard toil in erecting
a noat Baptist edifice at Bathurst) the
first 1o my knowledge on our nunﬁem
borders.

hos. Magee, James Tez rand
David Jam:s wére also ainong toe ficet
Isborers 1n this segtion. Elder Tixzr
came originally from Mavgerville, set-
thing on the northwest tranch of the
Mirsmichi asout 1814, He was or
dained in 1826 and at unce took the pas
terate of the Blackville cburch. He
also lahored in connection with the
Hame Missionary society in Biissfleld
Ludlow, Doaktown and nlha placce,
and witnessed great displays ™ saviog
power wherever he went. For more
than half & century this veteran of the
cross toiled unceasivgly amid theso
forests, far from othec brethren and
churches, & genuine Foreign missior-
ary in the heartof New Branawick. In

ood old age he lay peacefully down
10 his reat in the year 1880,

In 1826 Rev. David Jsmes, & Baptist
minister from Massacbusetts, visited
the Northwest Miramichi, extending
his trip to the month and visiting in
his odurse several seitlerents on, our
Esstern coast. He reports good results,
although enduring mavy hardships,
and “after traveling three days, and
wading throngh hogs, marshes and
orecks’’, he says, “'1 oame to the Fab
fshotak river, where 1 preached om the
Sabbath three times,””  This it must be
remembered was in the months of Jan
uary and February. He sdmigiptered
baptism for the firet tinit\jn lerent
looalities. An interesting soccount of
this teip from his own pen la given in
Dr. Bull's History.

belpful work in assisting both the in
terests at Newoastle and Northesk in
the crection of meetirg bouses, and
preaching as ooomsion permitted in
every locality neéar him, Mr. Sootd re
moved to Nova Sootia. .
s On this same fleld Bro. Jsaiah Wa)
1nce, Our veteran evangelist, aboul this
tife and alao afterwards gave good sod
sacoessful service, as in soores of other
localities throughout the length and
breadth of the province, May his bow
abide in strength, and may the dew of
his youth still be upomkhim ss he con-
I{rnuniu the chosen Work of ‘bis early
life,
Otber laborers came and went over
both the upperwnd lower Miramichi
districta, few, however, remaining for
any Thll perfod. At last the Home
Missionary society found a.man who,
like brother Toser, waa destined to give
himself for a life work in Northumber-
laod. This was Rev. W. M. Edwards,
who had {un come out of a glorious re-
vival at Upper Gagetown with A. B,
Earle, and who in 1860 went to Doak-
town and Blissfle!d, where he was des-
tined to remain for thirty years, oud
apostolic bishop or*the upper waters of
the Miramichi. After longand patient
toil, oheered often by the companion-
ship of Fathier Tozer, then in the even-
ing of life, Bro. Edwards succeeded in
bripging the churches nearly up to self-
support, and bms left bebind bim a
work that will stand years hence an en-
during monument to his memory.

Farther down the river at Newcastle'|
and the adjolning sections Rev. E,
Hickson was stationed from 1860 to
1870 succeeding Brother Wallace. His
labors covered the fields known as New.
cnstle, Northesk, Little Southwest and
Nelson. Al these besides considerable
attention given to the Gloucester Mis-
oion at Bathurst fifty miles away.

In 1806 Rev, W. 8. McKenzie took s
mission bere, looating at Chatbam, but
after & brief perfod of good work and
outlining an excellent plsn of opera-
tions, his labors were cut short by his
acceptance of the pastorate of Leinster
Street church,
