©ae of the wisest and most successful 

orchardists visited me the other day. 
Of course, we discussed fruit, ocultare. 
My visitor said: “One trouble is that 
we use 100 much machinery. The re- 
sult of depending, sa we do, on patent 
cultivators and weed cutters ia that the 

und arcund the trunks of the trees 
hari. We oan not get near enough 

to mellow it without danger of injaring 
the bark. In this hard lump ave the 
most delicate fibrous roots, and they 
oan not grow as they should. The 
remedy is to use the hoe and the fork. 
It seems slow, work compared 
with that of the machine o - which the 
orohardiat rides over frem five to ten 
acres a day, but our orchardists are 
suflering from the want of it.” 
What he said was true, as I knew by 

sad experience, and the next day I sent 
my men out with forks to work around 
the trunks of the trees., Then, as 
thought the matter over, it to 
me that we might be trying to cultivate 
the vineyard of the Lord as we have 
been caltivating our orchards. Is there 
not too much machine work?
