A passing 
remark by the writer of Chronicles shows 
that the thickness of gold plate which 
govered the walls, thé ceiling, and the 
floor;of the Holy of Holies was about an 
sighth of an inch, The metal was not 
beaten out into leat for gilding; it was 
Iald on as solid plates, fastened with 
golden nails.” “The great besms of 
oodar could be found no nearer than 
Moun: Lebanon. Precious stones from 
every source were gathered ther to 
adorn the interior walls. The immense
