of the state; that to smass wealth for
wealth's sake is not the noblest of ambi
tions ; that to outstrip the others in the
gniming of place and the grasping of
power, does not necessarily miean suc-
cess in gife. The church hus’too long
kept silent while these dendly évils and
#e conceptions have been insidiously
creeping into the fabrie of our social, po-
litical and pat I life. Tdo not wish
the cynio to tske comfort from any re-
mark of mine in regard to the church;
for with all her imperfections she is be-
loved of Giod, and of every «man whose
heart is in sympathy with the purpose
of Christ's coming, for the accomplish-
went of whioch purpose He brought the
church lato being.

I clnim to be second to none in love for
the Church of Christ, and for this reason
I aur ious that she should be ever in
crea: ul{ powerful in ber influence
against all unrighteousness, and ever in-
oressingly sympathetic towards the
wrongs and sufferings of the poor, That
the laboring men, especially in the lurge
centres of population, are not as univers-
ully in symphthy with the church as is
most desitable they should be, must be
admitted ; that these men make serious
charges agninst the oburch is well known,
and that many of these charges are not
without n basis of truth, we might as
well frankly confess.
