COSTLY JUSTICE.

" A Country that Seems Anxious to Keep

Other Countries’ Criminals.

The trial and execution of Butler, the no-
torious Australian. murderer, will no doubt
be easily recalled by any one who reads the
‘news. Butler expiated his numerous . crimes
80 long ago as July 16, at ‘Sydney, but the
New South Wales government seems to be
far from having heard the last of the crim-
inal.. It will be remembered 'that Butler
shipped as a commén seaman from Australia
for San Francisco, where he was arrested
and detained ‘until the Australian detectives
should arrive to take him back. Almost
ever since then the New South Wales gov-
ernment has been in constant Teceipt of
claims sanctioned 'by the United States inar-
shal, said to be due on account of the arrest
and ‘extradition of the murderer. To these
demands, some of which are said to have
been ‘made by ordinary police officers, .the
attorney genmeral of New South Wales has
sent the following pungent reply:

*“The extradition proceedings in America
occupied ng::ly four months. In. this coun-
try the extradition court, the coromer’s in-
quest, the ‘examination' of twenty-seven: wit-
1uk of the RSB, Moare S

the warrant, gecuri ‘signa-
turs of the governor, obtaining the verifica-
tion"of the papers by.the United States con-
sul,. and‘ the departure of the -detectives,
occupied more than one day, and I will
America engaged the ‘attention of the court
for eleven days, and when Butler was re-
turned to the colony his trial occupied two
days and a half from begining to end.
This case in America ought not to have
occupied morme than one day, and I will
venture to say that if the matter had been
left to the control of our own police it would
not have occupied more than that time. The
police who were on hand. to arrest Butler,
-the officers who were on duty at- the jail,
have all made enormous charges for their
services. The gentleman who presided over
the court, the marshal, all the officials In
connection with the court, have been paid at
a high rute of remuneration. It is all ex-
traordinary to me, and I cannot understani
that there are no authorities in California to
control slich matters. It was certainly not
irtended when the extradition treaties we:e
framed that such charges should be made.
Many - applications have been made to this
country for extradition, which have always
been promptly granted, and without a farth-
ing’s cost to thé applying government. I
sball deem it my duty to advise the govern-
ment in all future ~ases to allow unrecipro-
cating governments to keep our criminamn,
and. thus avold the risk of belng asked for
such extraordinary payments as these.’”

As a contrast to the above may be men-
tioned ‘an incident long since = forgotten.
Some years ago the United States made a
demand upon New, South Wales for a cer-
win - murderer npamed Maxwell;  he was
hunted down, arrested. and handed over to
the United States agent without as much as
one farthing ' beinz asked +to cover costs.
Sensibly ‘enough New Soath Wales has no
ambition to me a dumping ground for
cther countries’ crimiuals. - Apparently the
United States is not So squeamish. ©On one
occasion six escaped Siberian convicts were
picked up at sea and taken to San Fran-
cisco, where there wag a big outery against
the pcer creatures being exiled. But Russia
did not ask for them, and within a fortnight
three out of the six were behind prison bars
for assault, while a little later a fourth  was:’
“wanted” for the cold-blooded murder of a
German grocer and his wife in another cily.
