OTTAWA, May 1L—R. L. . Borden, 

leader of the opposition was entertain- | 
ed at dinner by the conservative mem- 
bers ‘of parliament this evening, Col. 
Prior presiding. J. P. Whitney, con- 
servative leader in the Ontario legis- 
lature; HE. J. Flynn, conservative lead- 
er of the Quebec legislature; Sir Mc- 
Kenzie Bowell, Hon. Geo. E. Foster, 
Sir John Carling, Sen. Alan, Sen. Fer- 
guson and others, numbering about 
one hundred, were present. 
Colonel Prior, in proposing the health 

of the leader, referred to him as one 
of the greatest politicians and states- 
men Canada had ever seen. He assured 
iim of the united support of half a | 
million Canadians. 
When Mr. Borden rose to reply he 

w&S unable to speak for some minutes 
by the. spontaneous outburst of en- 
thusiasm which greeted him. He made 

a, speech in keeping with his modest 
manner which has characterized his 

political life. Throughout his remarks 
were greeted by outbursts of enthusi- 
asm, which left no doubt that he was 
a man who had the fullest appreciation 
of those behind him. 
Hon. Mr. Foster, who had a most 

cordial reception, proposed the next 

toast, that ‘of the Senate and House of 
Commons. He sald the senate had de- 
monstrated that it had an enduring 
place in the constitution of this coun- 
try and within the past six yeats it 
had earned for itself the undying gra- 
titude of the people of this country.
