NATIVES WELL TREATED. 

BLOEMFONTEIN, O Oct, 21.—The na- 

tive refugees in the Orange River Col- 
ony have been collected in twenty-four 
camps north ‘of Bloemfontein, - Over 
40,000 of them are engaged in agricul- 
ture, Each native who is willing to 
work is given four acres of land, im- 
plements and seeds, wherewith to raise 
a trop and rations to enable him to live 
urnitil ithe :first crop is harvested. The 
land: selected is near blockhouses. A 
White ‘doctor and a staff are assigned 
to ‘édch’ camp. The natives are vace 
cinated, and. their health 1s excellent. 
The déaths average only twelve per 
thousand. Five thousand natives in 
the Moroka district alone are attend- 
ing" to *thifty farms,
