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TORTURED AND MURDERED. 

Awful Atrocities. Committed by Filip- 
ina Outlaws—Four Native Boys Shot 
by an American. 

WASHINGTON, Oct, 25.~~The records 
in 20 court martial ‘cases in which the 
charge ‘was murdeér hava been receiv- 
ed at the war department from the 
héhdquarters of the division of the 
Philippines. In the majority of’ cases 
sentences of death by hanging were 
imposed and, approved. The crimes 
bore feéatures of unusual barbarity and 
cruelty, in some so marked as to war- 
rant apecial ;mention. In one of the 
latter five natives, members of an arm- 
ed band of outlaws, entered the ‘home 
of & native named Ragudo, seized ‘and 
Bound his’ son; hanged him up by a 
ropa and tied his father and ‘mother! 
byt the &lbows to a rafter. "Thén they 
demanded money of the father, and, 
the ‘forthcoming amount not being 
deemed sufficient, they wrapped rags 
saturated with oil about his feet and 
legs and set his clothes afire. ' For two 
hours thé torture was continued, blows 
from the. buts of rifies, ‘flats of bolos 
and fists being rained on the helpless 

captive, while, to add to his sufferings, 
his young daughter was struck down 

by a blow on her head from a bolo, 
“It is difficult to believe,” says Gener- 

al Chaffee in his review of this case, 
“that human depravity and degener- 
acy can sink to such depths as shown 
in this fiendish deed.” Ragudo linger- 
ed in agony from the effects of his tor- 
ture for five days and then died. All 
five of the ratives were sentenced to 
death.
