Long- 

er trains made sidings necessary, and 
two millions had been spent for: this. 

One million had been spent for new 

station and freight houses, He regret- 
ted that he had not spent more money 
on the Intercolonial, for he was still 
behind the requirements, but he claim- 
ed that the Intercolonial had set an 
example to the Canadian Pacific and 
caused that company to improve its 
own service. It was contended that 
this expenditure should have been met 
out of earnings. This argument might 
be sound addressed to a railway com- 
pany, but it did not apply to a railroad 
owned by all the people. Besides, there 
were no eamings from which this ex- 
penditure could be taken. These im- 
provements could never be provided 
out of earnings. The Intercolonial was 
not a commercial rallway, and it 
could not be treated as such. = The 
money for these expenditures must be 
borrowed, and ‘it was & matter of no 
consequence whether the expenditure 
‘were charged to public or current pe 
count. Mr. Bldir ‘admitted that ° 
making a comparidon of his Sond 
with Mr, Haggart's it did make a dif- 
ference how expenditure were charged, 
but he held it was impossible to apply 
the same rules to both periods. ,” Mr.

A 
schedule rate had been adopted ip the 
car works at Moncton, which waa giv- 
ing satisfaction, but it involved in- 
creased outlay. Considering increases 
in the cost of coal and additional 
wants, and expenditure for mainten- 

ance, Mr. Blair sald he was not 
ashamed of his half million of deficit 
last yeur. He expected a better re- 
«ult this year, and still better in the 
future. He had always belleved the 
road should be extended to Montreal 
and still farther. Jt should be a na- 
tional rallway in every sense, and when 
the time came to extend it to Georgian 
Bay it would control a large part of 
the western traffic. It was unfair and 
unjust to speak with sneers of the In~ 
tercolonial. - It was not a political road 
and had not been so -under this ad- 
ministration. The road should not be 
a political machire available for pats 
ty purposes, as it used to be. He
