THR people of this city, 

with commendable enterprise and the 

expenditure of a large sum of money, 

endeavored to so equip this port that 

it should be the rival, and the success- 

ful one at that, of Portland, as the 

wintar port of Canada. These works 

inagurated, the necessity of d
redging 

the entrance to the harbor became ob- 

vious. Before that time, as the Tele- 

graph very clearly puts it, the need 

was not apparent. When it did arise 

it was the bounden duty of the go
vern- 

ment to take immediate action in
 this 

matter of “national importance.” To 

make, if possible, the city’s claim 
strong- 

er, at the last two general elections, 

representatives -pledged to support
 the 

liberal party were chosen, and in
 1900, 

one of these was a minister of the 

crown. But the years have passed, and 

though the importance of the w
ork has 

been recognized, practically noth
ing has 

been done. It is true that Col. Tucker, 

M. P., secured a promise from Hon
. J. 

Israel Tarte, master of the administra- 

tion and incidentally minister of pu
b- 

lic works, that the harbor should be 

dredged. It has mot been done. Al- 

though now four or flve years after- 

ward, the promise is still in force, and 

the people of the city are informed that 

a special suction dredge is being built 

for the .work. When that machine 

comes 0 the harbor and settles down 

to business, citizens of St. John will 

believe that these promises are meant. 

This port has been most unfairly treat- 

ed in thls matter, and it behooves the 

representatives for the city and the city 

and, county to stir themselves. Let. Mr. 

Blair give up refurnishing and refur- 

bishing his $160,000 car warmer and let 

Col. Tucker for a short time cease from 

playing with the lobsters that sport 

about the shores of this county, and 

work for that which is necessary to 

the welfare of the port, and at the 

same timo a matter of ‘national im- 

portance.” The Telegraph does well to 

condemn the government and, in so- 

doing, the local representatives. So 

long as it keeps in the straight and nar- 

row path of its duty towards the city 

it has the assurance of the distingulsh- 

ed sympathy and assi:tance of this 

journal of the people. 

THEIR OWN TURN NOW. 

The Star extends to its valued con- 

temporaries ia Halifax the assurance 

of its sympathetic regard. A steamer 

recently arrived here with a case of 

smallpox on board, and also had the 

misfortune te get out of her course and 

touch bottom, being, however, hauled 

off without injury. The Halifax papers 

made much of the incident, and to the 

extent of their limited circulation con- 

veyed the impression that St. John was 

not a very safe port, and that steamers 

coming here were in considerable dang- 

er. It new transpires that a steamer 

has come to grief at the entrance to 

Halifax harbor. This is not the first 

occurrence of the kind, nor is it likely 

to be the last; not because the port is 

a dangerous one, but because no port 

is exempt from occasional happenings 

of this kind. Our neighbors now once 

more know how it is themselves, and 

the Star trusts that with growing ex- 

perience will come additional wisdom, 

so that:in future there will be fewer 

exhibitions of a petty smartness which, 

if it be void of malice, is also void of 

good sense.

OTTAWA NEWS. 

OTTAWA, Feb, 9.—The greatest ag- 
gregation of American financiers which 
has ever struck Ottawa is resting in 

the city tonight. It consists of Dr. W. 
Seward Webb and his associates, who 

are negotiating for the Canada Atlan- 
tie railway system. They represent 
scores of millions of capital. The party 

arrived here last night by special train 
from New York, went on to Depot 

harbor at midnight, exanrined the ter- 
minals there this morning, inspected 
the road during the day and returned 
to Ottawa tonight with the annouce- 

ment that the railway had passed out 
of Booth’s hands. “You can say that 
the purchase of the C. A. R. by Dr. 

Webb's syndicate is finally and abso- 
lutely concluded, the contracts signed 
and the money paid. All remains is to 

hand over the cash and this will soon 
be attended to.” The foregoing state- 

ment was made tonight by Mr. Aver- 

ell, private secretary to Mr. Webb. A. 

I. Meyer confirmed the announcement, 

remarking that the financial end of the 

deal is absolutely arranged, “but I do 
not think it would be fair to Mr. Booth 

to make any statement as to the 
figure. It is understood the visitors 

were well pleased with the line. Mr. 

Averell's intimation that money would 
be paid over soon is the cutcome 

of one of the conditions in the agree- 
ment with Mr. Booth. The purchase 
price is in the vicinity of $15,000,000. 
An option calls for $2,000,000 to be 
handed over before February 15th, 
otherwise tha deal would be off. The 
money will be paid and the C. A. R. 
pass out of Canadian hands for ever.
