‘There seems to be in the air the prom- 

ise of an early spring, and it is not too 

soon to resolve that what each may be 

able to do, If only to fill a window 

with flowers or plant a vine beside the 

‘wall, will not be overlooked or 

gleoted.

in their midst all these years an insti- 

tution whose chief aim was to torture 

those whom misfortune brought to its 

doors. Let us have the facts, but let 

us have fair play. *

ST. STEPHEN'S GUILD. 

Able Lecture by Rev. R. R. Morson 
Last Evening. 

A forcible lecture, delivered from the 
standpoint of the newer theology, was 
given before the Guild of St. Stephen's 
church last evening by Rev. R. R. 
Morson on Modern Principles Used in 
the Interpretaition of Old Testament 
Difficulties. In introduction, he spoke 
of the many enemies made for the 
Bible by the ignorant zeal of its pro- 
fessed friends in claiming that it was 
the word of God from beginning to end 
instead of a book containing the word 
of God and conveying in various ways 
His divine revelation. The same meth- 
ods that are applied to test the accu- 
racy of other historical books should, 
he said, be applied to the Bible. Among 
the difficulties dwelt upon in the Old 
Testament were its undoubted histori- 
cal disgrepancies, the miraculous ele- 
ment as described,and its moral ele- 
ment. The Bible, he said, was not in- 
tended to teach history or sclence, but 
to give the revelation of righteousness 
to the saul of man, and that could be 
done as well through legend or alle- 
gory just as well as through history or 
fact. The distinction between histori- 
cal and allegorical incidents as por- 
trayed in the Old Testament was ably 
drawn by the speaker, who character- 
ized such chapters and books as that 
of Jonah as purely allegorical, though 
containing great religious truths. This 
allegorical method of portraying truth 
was characteristic of the Oriental 
mind. Christ, he said in conclusion, 
was the culmination of all revelation, 
which should be judged in the light of 
His teachings.

POPULATION OF NEWFOUNDLAND 

The census of Newfoundland shows: 
Total population, 220, 249, of which New- 
foundland has 216,616 and Labrador 
3,634. According to the figures of 1891 
Newfoundland had 197,930 inhabitants, 
while Labrador had 4,106. 
Denominationally, .the chief creeds 

are: Catholic, 76,259; Anglicans, 72,- 
650; Methodist, 60,812. In 1891 the same 
oreeds showed the following numerical 
strength: Catholics, 72,696; Anglicans, 
69,834; Methodists, 54,276. Members of 
the Salvation Army were unknown in 
1891; they now number 6,500.
