There are 80 many ports by which it
is possible for us to receive and by
which we do receive goods that, to
firms like ours an overcrowding of
freight at Sand Point is by no means
so important a matter as it would be
to exporters or steamship men who
wish their consignments sent away as
quickly as possible,

“There is, however, one point on
which some remark is necessary and
that is the very unsatisfactory service
&lven by the Furness line between
London and St. John. The best boats
managed by this line and the ones
which were promised for the St. John
trade were not put on. Dates of sail-
ings were advertised and throughout
the season it was found that they were
not reliable. We never knew when our
shipments were to leave London nor
when they would arrive here. What
is needed particularly is a direct ser-
yice between London and St. John. If
any steamers on their homeward
voyage wish to call at Halifax for part
of their cargo let them do so, but to
give a ‘service satisfactory to St. John
they should come direct to this port.”

THE LADY TEACHERS.

They Will Sail on the Lake Ontario
Tomorrow.

The twenty lady teachers for Africa
are now all in the city and are staying
with friends or at the different hotels.

They were met at the Royal hotel
by F. Colson, accountant in the de-
partment of the secretary of state at
‘Ottawa; who on behalf of the dominion
government, which is acting for the
imperial authorities, presented each of
them with a first-class ticket for their
passage to England and with their first
month's pay in advance. The report
had been circulated that the teachers
were to be sent second cabin, much
to their chagrin, and the proof to the
contrary supplied by Mr. Colson add-
ed to their delight at the splendid ar-
rangements made by the government
for their comfort and accommodation.
The secretary of state has gone so far
as to arrange for their reception and
welcome at Liverpool and conduction
to London, where they will pass under
the control of the crown agents for the
colonies.

Mr. Colson has given them full in-
structions as to their future procedure.
On the steamer they will be given
staterooms to be agreed upon among
themselves, so that any two or three
friends may be together. Upon arrival
in London they will stay at the Wav-
erley hotel, and while there the gov-
ernment advance for the purchase of
books, ete., will be paid to them, They
are to sail on May 3rd from South-
ampton and will bg met in Capetown
by a representative of the colonial gov-
ernment. As considerable time would
necessarily elapse before the teachers
reach their destination in Africa and
from there send home instructions as
to how their letters are to be directed,
Mr. Colson has advised them to notify
their friends that all mail addressed
as follows will reach them. Miss —,
Teacher in Refugee Camp, South Af-
rica, Crown Agent for the <Colonies,
Downing Street, London. Please for-
ward."”

The teachers go on board the steam-
er at Sand Point this afternoon and
may remain on board until the time of
sailing if they so desire.
