A CONTRACT MADE TO ORDER.
P!

Certain Liberal journals are making
much of a clause in the Grand Trunk
) Pacific contract which, they allege,
forces the company to provide lines of

from Cafadian ports. If no other sec-
tion of the contract bound the com-
pany to ship its traffic from Canadian
ports, they say, this one alone would
do it, for no company could afford to
maintain an expensive steamship ser-
vice to and from ports which received
and provided no freight.

If the statement regarding the con-
‘tract were correct there would be rea-
son in the argument. But here is the
clause referred to:—

“The company shall arrange for and
provide, either by purchase, charter or
otherwise, shipping connections upon
both the Atlantic and Pacific oceans,
sufficient in tonnage and in number of
saflings to take care of and transport
all its traffic, both inward and outward,
at such ocean ports within Canada, up-
on the said line of railway, or upon
the line of the Intercolonial Railway, as
may be agreed upon from time to time,
and the company shall not divert, or,
so far as it can lawfully prevent, per-
mit to be diverted to ports outside of
Canada any traffic which it can law-
fully influence or control, upon the
ground that there is not a sufficient
amount of shipping to transport such
trafic from or to such Canadiar ocean
ports.”

That has a very solemn and convinc-
ing sound, certainly, but what does it
mean? Nothing moré than that the
company must provide steamers enough
to carry away what freight it chooses
to bring to Canadian ports. That is
all, for the latter part 'of ithe clause is
valueléss in that it only prevents the
company from using on: of a dozen
plausible excuses it has at its com-
mand for diverting its traffic to Port-
land.

Supposing the Grand Trunk Pacific
finished, its eastern section and all, but
no steamers provided to run to St. John
or Halifax, What could we say when
in answer to our protest_ the officials
blandly explained that they were pro-
viding just as many steamers as the
traffic of those ports demanded, that is,
not any at all? And if we, pointing to
the loaded liners steaming in procession
from Portland, Me., should appeal to
that clause in the contract demanding
that ail unrouted traffic should be ex-
ported from Canadian ports and if the
officials should reply that ‘- they were
very sorry, but the western shippers,
for some unknown reason, were rout-
ing their freight via Portland, what
could we do?

It is a highly artistic document, that
G. T. P, contract. Every clause in- it
which in any way tends to safeguard
Canadian interests, is as full of holes as
a colander. Every ostensible obliga-
tion is accompanied by an opportunity
for evasion. If the company s0 chooses
not a pound of its transcontinental
traflic need come near Maritime ports.

And how the company will choose is
shown significantly enough by its re-
cord, even without the pledge of Rivers~
Wilson and Hays that the traffic of
the new line would be “tied up” to the
road with the Portland terminus,

THE EXHIBITION.

If the exhibiton just closed has fallen
short of success the blame lies almost
entirely upon the people of $t. John.
They are responsible for the decreased
attendance; the number of visitors was
at least as large as usual. If there
were spaces in the industrial building
filled with exhibits that had nothing
whatever to do with any-industry, the
St. John merchants and manufacturérs,
who have heretofore borne a reputation
for energy and enterprise, are to blame.
If the verdict of many, that but for the
horse show the exhibition would have
been flat and uninteresting, be true, it
is not the fault of the managers or
directors, wno certainly left little un-
done that would tend to ensure perfect
success. The credit of the city is to a
large extent involved in these exhibi-
tions, which attract many who never
come here at any other time, and who
form their idea of the place solely from
the impressions received during these
few days. It is in the interest of every
business man in St. John that nothing
should be omitted to make these im-

pressions wholly favorable,

The only direct and justifiable cen-
-sure of the exhibition- management
we have heard has been in con-
nection with the stock show. Un-
der present conditions it is impos-
sible to properly view ,either the cat-
tle or the horses, except during the
brief time they are in the judging ring
and many damaging comparisons have
been made between the accommoda-
tions here and at Halifax, where closed
and commodlous barns with a passage
way around the open stalls provided

allke for the comfort of cattle and
horses aghl for the convenience of the
visitor,

'Largo and Influential Meeting Yes~

isrday Declared its Approval of
* National Disarmament;

A large audience assembled in York
Theatre yesterday afternoon to hear
addresses by a nuniber of speakers in
sympathy with the Peace Congress to
be held in Boston next month.

His Worship Mayor White occupied
the chair and the speakers were Rev.
Dr. W. O. Raymond, Dr. A. A, Stock-
ton, Rev. G. O. Gates, C. N, Skinner,
Rev. Father W, C. Gaynor, Rev, T, F.
Fothering

After some introductory remarks the
mayor called upon Dr. W, O. Raymond,
who spoke on the fruits of peace. Dr.
Raymond contrasted vividly the bless-
ings of peace th the horrors of war.
The Anglo-Saxon fighting spirit,  he
thought, should be directed along lines
that would count for good. ' :

Dr. Stockton gave an able address on
the Hague Tribunal. Russia, he said,
had a purpose in originating this
scheme. By the discontinuing by all
nations of a certain mmethod in warfare
Russia hoped to be placead on a more
advantageous footing for any emerg-
ency that might arise. Dr, Stockton
showed how the objects of the Hague
Tribunal would mean much for. the
peace of the world if they were con-
scientiously carried out.

‘Rev. Dr, Gates spoke for some time
on the peace confersnce, and outlined
its history. The idea of a peace con-
ference, the speaker said, originated
with an English philanthropist:

C. N, Skinner said he looked upon &
meeting of this kind as being very im-

portant, ‘for it carried our city into the |

line of peace enthusiasm. In an able
address he showed the enormous waste
of life and money which war entailed,
and pointed out its blighting effects
upon the progress of civilization,

Rev. W. C. Gaynor gave an interest-
ing address on the Federation of the
world. He thought that though that
objective was distant, the world was
moving forward to it. As God had
made all of one blood, this principle
must in the end triumph, and it was
pleasing to know that already steps
have been taken in that direction.

Dr. Fotheringham moved the follow-
ing resolutions, which were -carried
unanimously: 5

At a meeting of the citizens of St.
John, N. B., convened at the request
of the clergy of all denominations, and
held in the York Theatre on Sunday,
September 25th, 1904, his worship the
mayor being in the chair, the following
resolutions were unanimously adopted:

1. First of all we desire to express
our devout gratitude to Almighty God
for the long-continued peace enjoyed by
our city, in common with the rest of
the dominion, and earnestly pray that
the terrible scourge of war may never
wisit our borders.

2. We acknowledge that the bless-
ings of civil and religious liberty which
we enjoy have been won for us by the
heroic sacrifices of our forefathers, and
by means of wars justly waged.
Through this great, and at the time
unavoidable evil, much good has come.

‘8. We nevertheless deplore the fact
that civilized nations still resort, for
the settlement of their disputes, to the
savage arbitrament of war, which
proves nothing but the superior mili-
tary power of one of the combatants;
is wantonly destructive of material
wealth; entails appalling loss of valu-
able human lives; is productive of un-
told misery to, thousands of innocent
non-combatants, and is diametrically
opposed to the spirit of Him whom all
revere as the Prince of Peace and the
Saviour of Mankind.

4. We rejoice, however, at the mul-
tip'ying tokens of a‘'.growing desire to
adopt more rationa! and humane meth-
ods of securing international justice,
as evidenced by the establishment of
The Hague tribunal, the conclusion of
special treaties of obligatory arbitra-
tion, and the reference of disputed
questions to impartial commissions.

5. We do hereby declare our hearty
approval of the object aimed at by the
Thirteenth International Congress
which assembles in the. city of Boston,
Mass.,, during the first week of Octo-
ber next. We congratulate this or-
ganization on the influence which it
has already exerted upon public senti-
ment, and trust that the coming con-
ference will mark decided progress to-
wards the realization of the object it
has set before it, namely, universal
disarmament, and the establishment
of a recognized intermational tribunal.

WILL GO FURTHER.

TORONTO, Sept. 25.—On Saturday
E. A. Duvernet, solicitor for the con-
servatives, obtained an order from
Chancellor Boyd for the arrest of Will-
fam Coyne, assistant to President
Shields of the Consolidated Lake Su-
perior Company; W. C. Klilpatrick,
mayor of Copper Cliff; Willlam God-
win, mayor of Steelton, and ten others
reported by judges in the Soo contest-
ed election. The intention of the con-
servatives is to prosecute all these for
penalties imposed by the election act
for corrupt practices.
