CREMATION,
— e

An interesting {llustration of the
growth of the sentiment in favor of
cremation is afforded by the fact that
a petition has been recently sent to the
Pope signed by 10,000 Catholics of Ber-
lin praying for the abolition of of the
church’s officlal disapproval of the
practice. As the Roman Catholic
church has heretofore persistently re-
fused to grant its last rites to those
who, by choosing cremation rather than
burial, have ignored one of the dog-
mas of the Nicene and Athanasian
creeds, the fate of this petition will be
watched with interest.

If the ban is removed a great impe-
tus will undoubtedly be given to a
practice which is in every way prefer-
able to the horrid custom of burial to
which Christian nations cling with such
unreasonable pertinacity. It is past
understanding why the twentieth cen-
tury, progressive enough along other
lines, remains so bound by tradition
with reference to the disposal of its
dead.

For there is nothing to be said in
favor of burial except that it was the
method of our fathers. It is insani-
tary. Every dead body placed in the
earth pollutes the soil and the water
below, above and around it. In the
case of Infectious diseases it is espe-
clally dangerous, keeping alive and
propagating deadly germs - that wait
years for their chance to emerge and
spread desolation and pestilence. It-is
disgusting when one considers all the
processes of putrescence the body must
pass through before it is resolved into
dust again; all the unspeakable crawl-
ing things under the ground which are
allowed to fatten on whadonce some-
body loved. The writer became a con-
vert to cremation when one day he
was compelled to be present at the ex-
humation and examination of a body
which had been buried some six or
eight months. The memory of what
his senses were forced to meet then
will always remain to counteract any
sentimentality about last resting pla-
ces thatched with grasses and flowers
and fanned by sweet breezes. The
grasses and flowers and sweet breezes
are not found six feet down.

Cremation accomplishes in a few mo-
ments exactly what it takes nature
years to do. The body under flerce
heat is reduced rapidly into its com-
ponent parts of gas and mineral mat-
ter without a feature in the process to
disgust or shock. At the same time
it utterly destroys any germs of dis-
ease and does away with the possibi-
lity of the horror of the burial alive.
It is cieanly, wholesome and, consider-
ed with an open mind, presents no un-
pleasant features. Neither does it do
away with all that is sentimentally
attractive about burial, as the white
ashes may be interred with as much
pomp, in as beautiful a situation and
under as magnificent a mdbnument as
the decomposing body could have been.

Undoubtedly cremation is the method
of the future and the nearer that fu-
ture the better for the public health.
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THE SEA HABIT, -
——

The idea of establishing a Canadian
naval militia is one that will meet the
approval undoubtedly of both sides of
the house. Next to having a navy of
our own would be the possession of
a body of men who in time of war
would be able to efficiently and expert-
ly man a navy. Indeed, as the re-
cent war has again shown,
men are more necessary
ships.

A naval expert writing in the Decem-
ber Review of Reviews traces all
Russfa’s naval reverses to her lack of
the ‘“sea habit.’” When the early
Czars, he says, wished a navy they
simply marched a regiment of troeps
aboard a ship, and the tradition that
soldiers and  artillerists are all that
are required, and that seamen are not
necessary, has ruled Russian naval
practice down to the sailing of the Bal-
tic squadron. This unconscionable de-
lusion bore its logical fruit at the Dog-
ger Bank, when Russian officers and
, ignorant of the sea and unnerved
by the blackness and mystery of night,
fired into one anothér in disgraceful
panic, and killed and sank the Eng-
lish fishermen. o

That episode has made it clear to the
whole world why the Russian battle-
ships were so easily surprised and tor-
pedoed at Port Arthur at the sudden

opening of the war, and why Admiral
Witthoeft’s final desperate sortie fail-
ed against an inferior force of Japan-
ese blockaders. Japan has the ‘‘sea
habit;”” Russia has not. Behind the
efficient Japanese navy stands its in-
dispensable reserve, a great merchant
fleet ‘and a skilled and loyal seafaring
population. Russia has almost totally
neglected this resource of thz national
defénce, and has paid a terrigle pen-

alty.

Beyond the small so-called ‘“volun-
teer fleet,” Russia really has no ocean
shipping worthy of the name, while
Japan, through systematic national en-
couragement -of her building yards and

steamer lines, has developed a mer-

e

chant tonnage more rapidly than any
other nation in the world—from 151,-
000 tons in 1890 to 730,000 tons in 1903.
Indeed, when this present war began,
Japan actually had more overseas
steamships afloat than has the United
States on both the Atlantic and Paci-
fic oceans. These Japanese steamers
are chiefly officered and altogether
manned by native sailors,—skilled, har-
dy, and courageous men,—and there
are, besides, seven hundred thousand
fishermen. Among these men, bred to
the ocean, inured to its vicissitudes,
Japan has found an inexhaustible re-
serve for the strain of war, to recruit
the worn crews of her battleships, and
to keep in constant service her superb
torpedo-boat flotilla. Need we won-
der that every naval action thus far
fought has gone overwhelmingly in
favor of the side which has 'had the
foresight to cultivate the “sea habit,”
so fatuously neglected by the other?
