The new boats will be 550 

feet long, 66 feet beam, 14,500 tons re- 

gister, and will have quadruple expan- 

sion engines, desigfied to give a speed 

of 20 knots per hour. They will have 

accommodation for 300 first class, 350 

second class and 1,000 steerage passen- 

gers. The contract calls for delivery 

in April or May of-19086.
