FORTUNE TELLERS.

How Fakirs Are Gutling the Foolish 

Public in St. John---Their Work 

is Illegal, 

Professional fortune tellers in the 
future may find it difficult to carry on 

their business in St. John. - A senti- 

ment condemnatory of this peculiar 

craft is gradually rising and promises 

to be strong enougn to rid the city en- 

tirely of money-getters by such ques- 

tionable means. 
Complaints have recently come to the 

Star office of a certain woman fortune 
teller who has been established here for 

some months. The persons complain- 

ing say that she is simply gulling the 

poor working girls of the city. The ser- 

vant girls in particular seem to be her 
prey and their small earnings are he= 

ing shared with this woman, who fills 

their heads with false hopes of the 

future. 
In various parts of the city there are 

fortune tellers, principally women who 

ply their occupation on the quiet and 

make considerable sums. These depend 

for thzir earnings chiefly upon the gul- 
libility of woman, who gladly part with 

fifty cents or a dollar to learn of a sup- 

posed future of Lappiness and plenty. 
But Jf the complaints which have 

come to this office’ there is one which 

memands particular attention, It is a 

the effect that fortune telling is illegal, 
and that to license it is to be a partner 

in the offence. Section 396 of the Crim- 

inal Code hag the following : 
“Every one is guilty of an indictable 

offence and liable tc one year's impris- 

onment who pretends to exercise or use 

any kind of witchcraft, sorcery, en- 

chantment or cojuration, or undertakes 

to tell fortunes, or pretends to have 
skill or knowledge in any occult or 

crafty science to discover wheref or in 
what manner any goods or attels 

supposed to mave been stolen’/or lost, 

may be found.”
