accusations which have been made in
various stages of the divorce proceed-
ings.

Mrs, Taggart was dressed as she
was yesterday—in black and white—
and her self-confidence had not been
shaken. Possibly she was a trifle paler,
but there was no .change in her de:
meanor.

Mrs. Taggart frankly admitted she
had drunk intoxicants at Fort Leaven-
worth as occasion demanded, but her
testimony. clashed with the extreme
stories that have been told about her
fondness for whiskey, wine, &c. Here
is the limit of her drinking capabil-
ities, as she declared:—Cocktails, sel-
dom; highballs, never; whiskey (al-
ways straight), infrequently; beer,
sometimes; champagne, just a taste.

The witness insisted she always took
a “a very little bit” when she did con-
gent to dripk whiskey straight.

As to Major Taggart’s drinking, the
witness said he would ‘“imagine
things;” liquor went to his head and
made him jealous, and his drinking in-
creased somewhat during fheir stay at
the fort

But One Great Russian Paper

INDEMNITY NOT NEEDED.

LONDON, Aug. 31—M. Koretiyo Tak-
ahashi, the financial commissioner of
Japan in an interview today said:
“Phe Japanese government in prose-
cuting the war never had in mind the
question of having to depend upon an
indemnity. The government had pre-
pared itself for an emergency and at
the present. moment there is no less
than $175,000,000 untouched in London,
Germany and the United States. This
being the case I can see no necegsity
of indemnity. Had peace not been con-
cluded, my government would have
rasied an internal loan of 100,000,600
for the further prosecution of the war.
This was the plan of the government
at the time the conference met, I con-
sider that the present resources of, Ja-
pan are ample for clearing up the war
and meeting the incidental expenses
thereby involved. So if Japan has in
view a new plan for the {issue of a
fresh loan it will be for the purpose of
converting a previous loan bearing
higher interest. I have not heard that
my government has any such ‘inten-
tion.” £

JAPAN SATISFIED.

‘When speaking regarding the con-
ditions of peace, M. Takahashi contin-
ued: “All far seeing Japanese will hail
with satisfaction the conclusion of
peace, although there must be a feel-
ing of general regret that Russia aa
not display a more reasonable atti-
tude in recognizing that Japan’s terms
were not only reasenable but very
moderate. In the circumstance all
Japanese who take a broader view of
the situation must recognize that the
decision of their Emperor was the
wisest possible. Had!' the government
insisted on an indemnity it is clear
that the war would have continued.
The objects for which this war was
waged have already been more.than
achieved, and to continue the war for
a pecuniary consideration would not
have been worthy of the Japanesesna-
tion. I do not share the view that this
is a patched up - peace or that fresh
conflicts are likely to ensue. Such a
contingency has been amply provided

for by the new Anglo-Japanese alli-
ance.”
M. Takahashi looks for one of the

earliest developments in the far east
in the education of China by western
methods which has already com-
menced.

ROOSEVELT CRITICISED.

ST. .PETERSBURG, Aug. 31—The
general tone of the press this morning
is one of resignation. The Novoe
Vremya is a noteworthy exception.
The editor, M. Souvorin, refuses to be-
lieve in the solidity of peace and
contends that it is simply a stage to-
wards a new struggle between! Rus-
sia. and Japan.

The Novoe Vremya’'s article displays
further irritation towards President
Roosevelt for his mediation, which, the
paper considers was ‘regrettable, in-
opportune and even disastrous for
Russia.”

The Syn Ontechestva (son of the
fatherland) says: “After a shameful
war Russia could certainly lay no
claim to an honorable peace. She
should congratulate herself on the ces-
sation of the war, the continuing of
which would have cost immeasurably
great sacrifices.”

Other radical papers while criticis-
ing the peace terms express pleasure
at the conclusion of the war, which
they hope would be followed by a
great effect on internal improvements.

PEACE AT PORTSMOUTH.

PORTSMOUTH, N. H., Aug. 31—The
summer guests at the Wentworth ho-
tel ‘have assumed that the peace nego-
tiations are practically over and.they
are leaving by every train. The plen-
ipotentiaries, however, realize there
are many important details yet to be
decided and' are remaining in their
rooms receiving and sending cable-
grams.
