They Expect a Stormy

Reception at Home for

-Surrendering---Japan and  Russia
May Make Trade Alliance.

PORTSMOUTH, N. H., Sept. 1—It is
expected that the text of the peace
treaty will be completed by tomorrow
night or Sunday. -

The full summary if not the actual
text will then be cabled to Tokio and
St. Petersburg for the approval of the
respective governments and by Tues-
day or Wednesday at the latest M.
Witte and Baron Komura expect to
recelive authority to affix their signa
tures. The subsequent exchange of
ratifications by the two governments
will be simply a formality. Mr. Don-
nelson and De Martins will meet again
this afternoon. The conditions of the
armstice, or rather complete suspen-
sion of hostilities making the conclu-
sion of the war, will be arranged, ex-
cept for minor details, by the plenipo-
tentiaries here.

The signing of the “Treaty of Ports-
mouth” will be as quiet and unosten-
tatious as possible. Both sides desire
to avoid any spectacular features.
Both realize that, for different rea-
eons, the treaty will not be popular in
their respective countries. In Japan
especially, there .ig' expected to be a
great popular outcry. “We know,”
said a member of the Japanese mis-
sion today, “that we are going home
to stones and perhaps dynamite.”

ARMSTICE ARRANGED.

PORTSMOUTH, N. H., Sept. 1—The
formal cessation of hostilities to be ar-
ranged today will be an ‘Armstice”
inasmuch as it is temporary, pending
the final exchange of ratifications, It
will not provide for the ultimate re-
lease of the Russian and Japanese
prisqners of war. An article covering
the latter subject will be included in
the treaty.

PORTSMOUTH, N. H., Aug. 31.—"Is
it possible for Russia and Japan to
form an alliance so long as the new
treaty just signed ‘between Great Bri-
tain and Japan is in;force?” is a ques-
tion which has beem-much discussed
here in view of the action of the en-
voys in deciding to insert in the treaty
a clause which shall extend to both
nations preferential treatment, known
as the ‘“most favored nation clause.”

This is to stand until a faller under-
standing can be reached between Ja-
pan and Russia in a commercial treaty
which is to be negotiated between them
soon after the dissolution of the pres-
ent conference.

Other nations have been and still are
apprehensive that Japan may form an
alliance with Russia whereby the two
recent foes will have exclusive privi-

N

leges in Corea and Manchuria and will
be able to hold the trade to the disad-
vantages of competing nations, de-
spite the “open door”’ provisions which
are understood to have been agreed on
between M. Witte and Baron .Komura.

It would seem that the occasion is
ripe for some sort- of understanding,
and that in one important particular
it will be necessary unless an interna-
tional arrangement is made for the
control of the Eastern Chinese Rail-
way.

KOMURA CONGRATULATED.

BOSTON, Sept. 1.—A number of lead-
ing officials connected with benevolent
institutions having world wide scope
today forwarded a despatch of con-
gratulation to Baron Komura on the
action of Japan in granting the con-
cessions which made peace possible.
The despatch follows:

“The Hon. Baren Komura,
Wentworth, Newcastle, N. H.
“The undersigned officials in Boston

connected with the national benevolent

societies of the United States hereby
beg leaVe to express their profound ad-
miration for the uméxampled mag-
namity and far-sighted statesmanship
displayed by Japan in its self-suppres-
sion in the interests. of peace and the
highest welfare of the world. We are
convinced that the attitude of your
august sévereign and your country will
command the admiration of all people
for all time. The late Mr. Neesima,

a well known pioneer of modern educa-

tion in Japan, was educated among us,

and bears our confidence and the Chris-
tian doshisha established by. him at

Kyoto has commanded our interest for

more than a quarter of a century. The

hospitality shown to the highest ideals,
and the triumph of Christian principles
in Japan have aroused our admiration
and enthusiasm.

Cense Clouds Prevented Camadian and
American Astronomers From Obtaining
Any View of the Phenomenon,

ST. JOHNS, Nfid., Sept. 1.—The Lick
astronomical observatory expedition,
which went to Cartwright, Labrador,
to observe the solar eclipse of Wednes-
day last, met with complete failure.
Heavy banks of clouds obscured the
heavens during the entire period of
eclipse, and the result of the attempt-
ed observation was so unsatisfactory
that the asgronomers will not even at-
tempt to develop the protographs
which were exposed. The report of
| the failure cf the mission was brought
| here today by Governor McGregor, who
had accompanied the scientists to Cart-
wright, and who returned here today

on the warship Scylla. The governor

The in-
habitants of the west of Ireland al-
ways had been genuine loyalists in
spite. of much foolish talk, but the
Orangemen of Belfast were not genuine
loyalists at all. They only prated
about loyalty to the king, but when
their loyalty was tested it was a hum-
bug.

Their western forefathers were loyal
to Charles I.—perhaps more than he
deserved—because he was the Kking.
They were loyal in their day to James
II.—unworthy as he was—because he
wag the king, whilst the ancestors of
those blatant loyalists sold their king,
a king of their own blood and drove
his children into exile. They in the
west were loyal to King Edward. They
owed him absolute and unconditional
loyalty as king de jure and de facto.
The Be'fast Orangemen were loyal to
the king only because he was a Pro-
testant king, and if his majesty were
to become a Roman Catholic they
would kick his crown into the Boyne
