On this point, how- 

ever, no serious anxiety is felt here, 

and the Japanese reply is momentarily 

expected. :

m.—Judging from the press comment 
today on peace it would appear that 

while pleased with the prospect of the 

removal of further bloodshed from the 
far east ,a large portion of the public 
is unable to reconcile itself to the loss 
of territory however insignificant. The 

national pride seems to be offended by 
the cession of part of the island of 
Sakhalin. Ygsterday the people spcke 

of “today’s shame,” meaning peace. 
Many of the utterances show evidence 

of regret that the army had not been 

given another chance to try the for- 

tunes of war, though no one questions 

or underrates the humanity of the 
course followed by President Roocse- 
velt, the plenipotentiaries and Em- 

peror Nicholas. The tone of many of 
the utterances concerning peace in- 
duces one to believe that a further 
sacrifice of human lives would not be 
unacceptable if - the national self- 
respect could be regained thereby, One 

word of disapproval of the terme from 

Tokio suggesting that Japan did not 

desire to be bound by the terms, 
might result in a flare up here in de- 
fense of war and the national honor. 
Embittered by what they declare to 

be a dishonorable peace the extreme 

patriots do not always refrain from 

criticising Pesident Roosevelt and the 

American people, who, they declare, 

rave offended Russian sentiment by 
underrating the Russian preparations, 

strength and ability to cope with the 

Japanese. The people, aimost without 

exception, welcome peace and express 

the hope that the shackles which kept 
American enterprises out of Russia will 
be removed. Preference for American 
enterprises in Russia as against Ger- 
man is expressd. 
OYSTER BAY, L. I, Aug. 31.—Em- 

peror Nicholas of Russia has recog- 

nized the part which President Roose- 
velt played in the successful negotia- 
tions for peace. A cablegram received 

by the president today from the Em- 

reror reads: 
“PETERHOF, Alexandria, Aug. 81. 

“President Roosevelt: 
“Accept my. congratulations and ear- 

| nest thanks for having brought the

SEPTEMBER 1, 1905, 

NEW ANGLO-JAPANESE | 
TREATY CONCLUDED. 

| 

LONDON, Sept. 1.—The conclusivn' 
of the new Anglo-Japanese «treaty of 
alliance, which the Associated Press 

announced on Aug. 25 had been signed, ! 
has only now become definitely known 

to the English newspapers, which are 
keenly interested in it and are anxious- 

ly discussing its probable contents. 
An important modification binding 

either power to come to the assistance 
of the other if attacked by one instead, 

as in the old treaty, of two powers, 

causes inquietude in some quarters, 
where it is thought to add enormously 
to Great Brilain’s responsibility; but 
on the whole complete satisfaction is 

expressed as to the scope of the new 

treaty, as far as it is at present known. 

The Dally Telegraph, representing 
the views of the government and well 

reflecting the opinions of a majority 

of the newspapers, in an editorial 

says: . , 
“The Anglo-Japanese tredty will 

guarantee the terms of the Portsmouth 

treaty. It will check any insane idea 

of Russian revanche, will render im- 

possible an anti-Japanese coalition, and 
effectually terminate the scramble for 
China.” 
It is supposed that the new treaty 

established an unqualified defensive 

alliance between Great Britain and 
| Japan, and i. is believed not unlikely 

that India is included in the sphere of 

territory over which the treaty. aims 

for the preservation of the status quo. 

Should this prove the case, its value to 

Great Britain will be enhanced. 

TREASURY BOARD REFUSES 

TO GRANT TAX EXEMPTION. 

The treasury board held its session 

yesterday afternoon. In the absence 

of Ald. Bullock, Ald. Christie was elect- 

ed to fill the chair. 

Ald, Christie said a large number of 

bills to the public works department 

had not received the per cent. adopted 

by the council. { 
Re application of McLean & Holt 

(Jas. L. McAvity) for exemption in 

taxes, John E. Wilson, Chas. Macdon- 

ald and Wm. Bruckoff representing the 

cast iron industry were present. 

Ald. McGoldrick favored exemption. 
Mr. Macdonald said he had little pa- 
tience with concerns asking for ex- 

emption from taxes, Entire exemption 

would not bring in any more industries. 

John E. Wilson said he had no objec- 

tion to Mr. McAvity getting exemption, 

but he himself intended to build a new 
stove industry, and he would expect 

the same treatment in his case. Mr. 

Bruckoff agreed with the last speaker. 
Ald. Tilley favored the exemption. Ald. 

Macrae said the council had no power 

at present to grant it. Mr. McAvity 
will be notified that under the act the 
council eannot grant any exemption. 

The chamberlain gave the following 

figures in the various departments. 

The ‘Ferry Steamer Department show- 

ed a deficit of $546.31. The Ferry Con- 

struction Account totalled at $65,158.25. 
The expenditures in the Fire Depart- 
ment was $23,838.39, in the Lamp De- 

partment $16,257.09, in the Police De-: 
partment $20,103.18, in the Street De- 

partment $43,317.86, and in the Sewer- 

age maintenance $15,109.25. 

Ald. Frink said the traffic in June 
fell off materially on the ferry; it in-; 

creased in July, but owing to the un-, 

usual expenditure for dredging and re- 

pairing of floats, there was a balance 

on the wrong side. 

The chairman reported that $88,500 

bonds had been issued for the ferry 
construction. 

Ald. Baxter strongly advocated sim- 

plification of the accounts—fire, ferry 

and light all included. 

Ald. Macrae and Frink agreed with 

Ald. Baxter's remarks, and wished to 

have all the accounts on the same 
basis, 
The chamberlain said euch a course 

would be a relief to the accountants 
and he favored it. 

The accounts paid for water con- 

struction to Loch Lomond and the 

Mispec mill total $92,690. Tax receipts 

total $60,947.70 from water rates. 

The chamberlain gave a report on 

the uncollected taxes in the city. It 

was felt that in such cases resort 

should be had to selling the property 

at auction, The matter was left to a 

committee of Ald. Baxter, Macrae and 

Pickett for a report. 

The board took into consideration a 

number of bills and then adjourned.

PROTEST AGAINST ROYAL 

ARGANUM’S NEW RATES. 

PUT-IN-BAY, O., Aug. 30.—The first 

meeting of the supreme council of the 

Royal Arcanum was held this after- 

noon. After the preliminary business 

a large number of petitions and remo
n- 

strances regarding the new insurance
 

rates adopted at Atlantic City in M
ay 

were presented, some favoring the 

rates, but the majority protesting 

against them. 

The sentiment of the meeting was to 

give a public hearing to the opposi
ng 

delegates, and the time for this was 

fixed as 8 o'clock this evening. 

When the public meeting opened S. 

W. Reynolds of Boston, on behalf o
f 

the protesting delegates, presented 

their views. He claimed these dele- 

gates represent 11 states. 

He argued that the change in ra
tes 

was not a necessity and that it alters 

| the contractual relations entered into 

at the initiation of members, which 
the 

supreme council had no legal or mo
ral 

right to do. He asked that the p
resent 

rates of assessment be adhered to. 

He seriously. questioned the »legal 

right of the supreme council in the
