GEN. STOESSEL'S DETRACTORS.
———

It is difficult to understand the poini
of view of the Russian 'officers whe
eondemn General Stoessel for the surs
render of Port Arthur. The lafe com-
mander of the fortress may or may
not be a man of great personal cour-
age and fortitude. His disposition and
temperament .-are not known to the
world at large. But what possible ser-
vice could be rendered to Russia by
helding . Port Arthur wuntil the re-
mainder of the garrison had been
sacrificed? There was not the smallest
hope of rescue or relief. Longer resist-
ance would seem to be wanton butch-
ery. In any case the position could
not have been held much longer, for
the Japanese were capturing new posts
every day and in a short time the last
point would have fallen by assault.

A lieutenant from the Sebastopol,
who has landed in Canada on the way
home, is reported as having said that
Stoessel was a coward. "No Canadian
will think better of this officer for that
charge. It seems to be pretty well un-
derstood that there were strained rela-
tions between the Russian army and

navy at Port Arthur. One of the army
officers is represented as having made
sarcastic remarks at the expense of
the squadron which allowed itself to
be bottled up and put out of business.

Russia would have a much better
chance 'of success if her officers spoke
well of each other, and were commend-
ed by the nation generally. But the
habit of discouraging officers who fail
is rot exclusively Russian. It has
been rknown to exist in England,
France and the United States.

REDMOND'S

NEW: YORK, Feb. 17. — The world-
wide essay-writing contest which Miss
Helen Miller Gould started in Novem-
ber, 1903, for the expressed purpose of
determining the relative merits of the
Catholic and Protestant versions of
the Scriptures, was closed Wednesday
by the announcement of the winners.

The contest was the outgrowth of 2
controversy, by 'correspondence, bet-
ween Rev. Father Earley, of the Ro-
man Catholic parish church at Irving-
ton, and Miss Elizabeth Altman, secre-
tary to Miss Gould. The priest had

LONDON, Feb. 20.—J. E. Redmond'’s
amendment to the address in reply to
the speech from the throne, declaring
that the present system of Irish gov-
ernment is “opposed to the will of the
Irish people,” and which will be moved ;

“condition of moderate opinion in Ire-
land,” Mr. Wyndham’s disavowal of
MacDonnell causes a certain amount of
caustic comment, whilst the Orange
section loudly calls for the resignation
of both Lord Dudley and Sir Anthony
MacDonnell,

. The debate will extend over two days

and probably will be acrimonious. The
opposition will endeavor to drive their
view that MacDonnell is being made a
scapegoat.

York University; Whitelaw Reid, Pre-
sident Patton, of Princeton; Rev, Dr.
M. W. Jacobus, of Hartford Theologi-
cal Seminary; Dr. Talcott Williams, of
Philadeliphia, and Rev. Dr Walter Q.
Scott, of the Bib'» Teachers’ Training
School.

Two hundred and fifty essays were
handed in. The judges have been en-
gaged for several months in reading
them. They met Wednesday in this
city to decide the contest. On the first
informal ballot all essays but 12 were
by common consent :eliminated.

The first prize, $1,000, was awarded
to Rev. Willlam Thomas Whitley, a
Baptist clergyman, of Preston, Eng-
land. He is a graduate of Cambridge.

The second prize was won by Rev,
Gerald Hamilton Beard, of Burlington,
Vt., a Congregational minister, who is
now taking a post-graduate course at
Yale.

The third prize was awarded to
Charles B. Dalton, of No. 365 West
23rd street, a teacher in one of the New
York schools.
