NEW YORK IN NO DANGER

YELLOW FEVER.

Greatest

Brifish Expert Comforts Americans---Dissase Can
Be Checked in New Orleans---Panama the

Problem.

NEW YORK, Aug. 7.—8ir Patrick
Manson, medical advisor to the Brit-
ish colonial office, and one of the fore-
most living authorities on tropical fev-
ers, who arrived in New York Satur-
day, declared yesterday that the United
States marine hospital service can
stamp out yellow fever in New Orleans
before cold weather sets in, that the
sanitarfum on the Panama Canal, seen
from a medical point of view, is the
greatest problem put on a nation’s
shoulders in this age, that Col. W. E.
-Gorgas, who is in charge of the medic-
al forces in the isthmus, is the best
man in the world for the place, and
finally that New York is in practically
no danger so far as yellow fever is con-
cerned.
Yellow fever in New Orleans was the
chief topic of discussion by Sir Patrick.
“The situation in New Orleans,” he
said, “depends entirely upon the hon-
esty: and inteiligence of the people of
that city. If the people are honest and
will report to the government medical
forces, who have now assumed charge,
the existence of all new or suspected
cases, concealing nothing whatever,
the disease will be stamped out.”_
in?”

“Before cold weather sets Sir
Patrick was asked.
“Certainly, why not,” he replied.

“On . the other hand,” continued Sir
Patrick, “if some of the people in New
Orleans are not honest and conceal the
existence of new cases the fever may
go on indefinitely.”

Asked about the problem that Col
Gorgas and his staff are trying to solve
in the Panama Canal zone, “that is the
biggest medical problem of this age,”
was Sir Patrick’s emphatic answer.
b «“Down there it is the health and not
the engineering problem that presents
the greatest difficulty. However, the
situation is in charge of Col. Gorgas,

and he is the man to .solve: the prob-

!

lem. He banished it from Havanna,
and is the best equipped man in the
world to fight it on the isthmus.

“However, it must be remembered
that it is not the health conditions of
that spot alone, but the health of the
world, particularly of Asia that must
be protected. When the Panama Canal
is finished it will change the current
to a great extent of the commerce of
the world. Here lies the danger to
Asiatic countries. At present yellow
fever i unknown in that country and
unless the Panama Ca#al zone is clean
and healthy when that great water-
way is opened to commerce there will
exist a danger of fever being trans-
ported to that continent.”

Is there any danger of yellow fever
ever gaining a foothold in New York?

“It has been in New York, but at
the present New York, with its intelli-
gent and sympathetic population is in
no danger.”

Sir Patrick here gave a talk on the
mosquito, both the yellow and the mal-
arial fever species, being the enuncia-
tor of the theory that the mosquito is
the host of malarial parasite, and then
an active agent in the diffusion of the
disease. “Don’'t make the mistake,”
said Sir. Patrick, “of giving to me the
credit of being the discoverer of the
mosquito theory of yellow fever. That
belongs to an American. I am the
propounder of the mosquito theory of
‘malarial and filariasis, the latter group
of fevers caused by parasites in the
blood.

“I havé visited many tropical coun-
tries and spent many years in southern
climates and I want to say that the
discovery of the mosquito theory of
yellow fever was a magnificent piece
of work and if your people will have
faith in it and act on it there can be
no reason to fear yellow fever.”

MURDER;

BRUTAL ASSAULT OR ATTEMPTED

POLIGE INVESTIGATING.

An affray which almost ended fatal-
1y and ° which looks like a brutal at-
tempt to murder Samuel Macaulay of
Carleton on Wednesday evening last
has just come to light, and the police
are at present busy investigating the
affair. :

It seems that Macaulay, in company
with other men, two of whom are well
known to the police, were on board a
schooner lying at West St. John, when
a quarrel ensued between Macaulay
and the men in question. The former
wes badly beaten, a large quantity of
blood being- spilled. It is alleged that
Macaulay wase then carried to the side
of the schooner and thrown overboard.

At the bow of the schooner lay an-
other vessel, an American boat, the
Comrade. One of the crew being
aboard at the time, and hearing cries
for “help,” went on board the schooner

from which the man had. been thrown
and told the men there that there was
a man overboard. At the same time he
noticed a quantity of blood about the
place.

The reply he received was ‘“Leave
the— — — —there, and cut off to hell.”
He then left, and dived overboard
bringing the injured man, who was on
the point of sinking, to the shore. Af-
ter seeing that he had recovered some-
what, the rescuer went on board his
own ship to change his clothes. In the
meantime officer Goslin found. the vie-
tim all battered up, and took him to
his home.
