SKATING. 
Johnson's Great Records. 

Tom Eck, the veteran sporting pro- 
moter, who is well known as the dis- 
coverer of J. 8. Johnson of Minneapol- 

is, who a decade ago was the marvel of 
the skating and cycling worlds, says in 
& recent statement that Johnson was 

without doubt the fastest man who ever 

put on a skate. He adds: 

“Johnson skated a quarter of a mile 
in 28 seconds at Red Bank, N. J., from 

a standing start. That is the fastest 

performance on skates the world has 

ever seen. Another great performance 

of Johnson's was three-quarters of a 
mile, on a circular track, in 1.54 from a 

standing start. Moreover, this was on 
yo ice, which is not as good as laks 
ce. 
“In his quarter in 28 seconds, John- 

son travelled 156-7 yards a second. I 
am compiling skating records and I 
find that this performance of Johnson's 

eclipses any other for sustained speed. 
‘Peter Oustland covered 1,500 meters 

in 2.223-6 on Mount Davos, Switzer- 

land. He had the advantage of rarefled 

air and fine ice. This and Japeden’s 

5,000 metrs in 8.41 are the fastest skat- 

ing performances ever done in Europe; 

but neither represents the speed attain- 
ed by Johnson.” : 

All of the foregoing is borne .out by 

records but Eck closes with this 
““‘whooper.” . 

“I had a letter from Johnson, written 

from Minneapolis last week. He said 

he had just been out and done 100 
yards in 7 4-6 seconds.”

NOW IT'S UP TO THE 

Common Council Has Approved 

Water Extension Bill, 
a 

W. H. Bowman Appointed Building In- 

spector Though He Did Not Apply 

for the Position, 
ames 

At the meeting of the common coun- 

cil in committee yesterday afternoon 

the bill for the extension of the water 

system was considered and approved. 
An adjourned meeting of the council 
subsequently held appointed W. H. 

Bowman as building inspector at a 
salary of $400, and authorized the 

safety board to? procure an expert 

valuation of the Carleton electric 

plant. During the reading by the re- 
corder of the water extension bill several 

aldermen suggested changes in the 
wording. The water taken is to be 
supplied to East St, John and this is 

defined in the bill as all of St. John 

not on the west side of the harbor. 
Mayor White presided and there were 

present Ald Helder, Maxwell, Branen, 
Carleton, Daley, Hamm, Lewis, Tilley, 
Macrae, Bullock, Barker, Christie, 

Frink and Robinson, Recorder Skin- 

ner, Common Clerk Wardroper. The 
only absentee was Ald.

WATER EXTENSION BILL. 

In introducing the bill for the water 
extension the mayor explained that it 

is, proposed to build a -dam at the exit 

of Robertson’s Lake and this by ob- 

structing the flow of the Mispec River 
will cause a reservoir to be formed 

which will be at the same level as Loch 
Lomond. If nothing further were 

done the water would flow over this 

dam, but it is proposed to connect this 

lake or reservoir with Lake Latimore 

by means of a conduit fitted with a 
gate, The city is asking power to 

take from this lake & quantity not 
exceeding 7,500,000 gallons daily, which 

is ample for any purposes which may 

hereafter appear. The people living 

below the dam, it is asked, will not be 
paid damages unless they prove after- 

wards that they have actually sustain- 

ed loss either by loss of something 

which they previously held or by dam- 
age in having the pipes put through 

their property. Such damage, it is ask- 

ed, shall be assessed by a judge of the 

supreme court. This proposed dam 
will be one mile frem Loch Lomond. 

The bill provides that at any time 

the city may by resolution of the 

ceuncil enter upon any lands or waters 

prepare - plans, and ex- 

propriate whatever is considered ne- 

cesaary. 

" The will was’taken as read and re- 
commended ‘o the Common Council. 

The committee resolved itself into 

the Council, and the bill on motion 

was ordered to be engrossed and pre- 

sented to the legislature.
