CRIPPLED TRAMP BURNED T0
DEATH N SHEDIAC JAIL.

Set Fire to Building
of the Victim is
Was

“Himsalf --- All Known
That His Name
Mitchell,

(Special to the Star.)

MONCTON, N. B, Feb. 25.—A bad
fire occurred at Shediac early this

morning. A telephone message to the
Times this morning reports that the
fire started about 12 o’clock last night.
The town hall and lock-up, bullding
were completely destroyed and a
prisoner who was put in the lock-up
last night lest his life.

The fire was discovered at midnight,
but had then madie such headway that
it was impossible to stay its progress.
A flerce storm raged but the firemen
and citizens turncd out to battle with
the flames. It was realized at once
that the building could not be saved
and such a start had the flames that
nothing could be saved, not even the
unfortunate man, who was locked up
in it. The high wind carried burning
embers and sparks in all directions and
for some time a general conflagration
was feared.

The name of the unfortunate, who
lost his life, was Mitchell, a crippled
tramp, who nad been about town for a
few days begging. The unfortunate
man was locked up last night in a state
of intoxication and it is supposed that
he set fire to the building a few hours
later.

When taken in charge he was found
in a house begging and on being taken
to the lock-up and searched a bottle
of liquor was found on him.

As soon as possible after thé fire died
down the charred remains were taken
from the ruins and an inquest will be
held.

The deceased was about thirty-five
or forty years of age and it is not
known where he belonged.

The firemen lost a lot of their equip-
ment, including coats, hats and hose
reel, and the town council also lost
everything that was stored in the
building. The loss to the town will be
between $3,000 and $4,000.

ST. PETERSBURG, Feb. 25.—The
reports today from Poland and from
the Caucasus are Vvery disquieting.
Owing the lack of direct telegraphic
corrmunication with many places in
the Caucasus, verification of the count-
less rumors afloat is impossible, but it
is positively known that almost a reign
of terror exists in the territory be-
tween the Caspian and Black Seas.
Private vengeances have glutted ttfe
streets of Baku, Batoum and Tiflis
with dead Armenians and Mussulmans.
The reports, however, of the capture

| of Russian garrisons and of the firing of

the Black Sea fleet on Poti, etc., are
1ot confirmed. In Poland, the sp-lk'e
situation is once more assuming a criti-
cal stage and it is feared the authori-
ties may be forced to adopt violent
measures. The railroad strike situa-
tion in southern Russia is also more
menacing. Traffic on half a dozen
roads has been stopped, causing still
further  difficulties in the transporta-
tion of grain and coal and bringing
business to a standstill. Over 150,000
carloads of grain await movement in
the Volga district and scveral hun-
dred thousand tons of coal for the iron
and steel manufacturies cannot be
badged from the Donetsky colleries.
Added to this is the dangerous agra-

b o]

rian movement among the peasants of
some of the southern provinces, as the
result of the circulation of the report
taat the emperor on March 4th, will
issue a manifesto providing for a gen-
eral division of lands which has been
the dream of the peasants ever since
their emancipation.

WARSAW, Feb. 25.—Contrary to ex-

pectations the Vienna railway strike
has not ended. The engineers and fire-
men and the mechanics employed in
the machine shops at Warsaw and
Iborow are dissatisfied with the terms
offered and are refusing to accept
them. A number of strikers today pre-
vented a resumption of the traffic ser-
vice which had been arranged to com-
nience at noon.

MOSCOW, Feb. 26.—The employes of
the municipal council are threatening
to strike in order to show their sym-
pathy with Prince Galatzin, prefect of
Moscow, whom the imjerial govern-
ment has censured for having sanc-
tiored resolutions adopted by the muni-
cipal council and provincial zemstvo,
demanding liberal corstitutional re-
forms. The employes regard the prince
as their special advocate. If the strike
occurs, it will be the first purely poli-
tical strike. .
