PENOBSCOT'S OFFIGERS
DESCRIBE DROWNING.

Officers on the Eastern Company’s
steamer Penobscot, in their account of
the drowning of Howard and RoYy
Wayne, say that it was purely acci-
dental. There was a thick fog at the
time when their sail boat came in sight
and the boys were not blowing any
fog horn. The engines of the Penob-
scot were quickly reversed, but the
fishing boat struck the steamer. A

lady on board the Penobseot who wit- |

nessed the accident said that one of
the two men stood up in the bow and
reached out to push the boat away
from the steamer. Not being able to do
this, he jumped into the water, evi-
dently fearing the collision would kill
them. The lady further adds that the
sails of the fishing boat hid the other
occupant from her sight, but as a se-
cond splash was heard she thought he
likewise jumped overboard. Both
men wore oilskins which would pre-
vent them keeping afloat for very long.

It seems that the sail boat remained
afloat for nearly an hour after the
accident and Capt. Mitchell at once
lowered a boat. A close search was
made in the vicinity but no trace of
the poor young fellows was seen.

CHEAPER LIGHT FOR CHARLOTTETOWN.

CHARLOTTETOWN, July—23--A set-
tlement of the light question has been
reached and the city council has .ac-
cepted the amended proposition of the
Charlottetown Light and Power Com-
pany. They will, at the expiration of
the present contract, enter into an-
other contract for five years to install
improved enclosed. arc lamps at $73
per lamp per annum and incandes-
cent lamps 32 candle power at $18
each. They will stiil further improve
their plant. They will reduce the cost
of commercial lighting at 11 cents net
per killowatt. They do away with the
minimum charge, reduce the price of
gas used for heating and power to
$150 per thousand and undertake to
make a reduction of 20 per cent in the
price of illuminating gas as soon-as
consumption increases one half.

This reduction is the result of the
city’s preparation to establish a mun-
icipal lighting plant.
