JUMPED OVERBOARD,

Ermest R. Knapp Leaped to Death From the
Deck of the Steamer Penobscot
Yesterday,

The Eastern Line steamer Penob-
scot, which arrived from Boston last
evening, brought the sad news of the
suicide of one of the passengers by
drowning. The unhappy person Wwas
Ernest R. Knapp, who had purchased
a ticket in Boston for Portland, and
taken a stateroom on the boat. When
the Penobscot was/ about opposite
Shoal’s Islands, about half way be-
tween Boston and Portland, the alarm
spread that a man was overboard. A
boat was at once lowered and erelong
the man was secured and brought on
deck, but in a wholly unconscious
conditicn.

The time of drowning was about 1.30
in the afternoon. A little after eleven

for three-quarters of an hour or more
writing steadily. The officials ot‘ the
boat who saw him at the time say
that they noticed nothing out of the
ordinary in his manner. He seemed
in no way despondent or cast down, but
went about his writing in a perfectly
cool manner. After the man's body
was recovered the steward went into
his stateroom and found there a num-
ber of letters which he had written.
One was addressed to the Brooklyn
Press, one to the Boston Transcript,
one to hie wife, bearing the address
Prowl's Neck, and a fourth to the
captain aand purser of the boat. The
three former letters were handed over
to the agent at Portland, with the
man’s baggage. The letter to the
captain and purser merely stated that
he was tired of life and was going. to
put an end to it, and bade them good-

MORE FATALITIES
ON FOURTH OF JULY.

' NEW YORK, July 4.—Despite the
efforts of very many small boys and
more big fellows, the Fourth of July
was comparatively quiet here. Fire-
erackers popped up here and there and
pyrotechnice wheeled and sizzled, but
the day was normally noisy in the
graat metropolis, although there was
the usual number of casualties. Al-
together five deaths were recorded in
the city as a result of the day’'s cele-
bration;, and the number of accidents
reaches into the hundreds.

! MAN MISSING.

Believed That Matthew Alcorn Has
Committed Suicide—Parties
Are Searching.

ALMA, July 3.—This quiet village
has been greatly agitated over the
mysterious disappearance of Mat-
thew Alcorn. At about § o’clock Mr.
Alcorn took his breakfast in the Smith
mill boarding house—a house belong-
ing to the John Cleveland estate —a
mile and a half from the village.
About 10.30 a. m. Harry Conner ac-
cidentally discovered Mr. Alcorn
standing beside a brow of J. T. Con-
ner’s loge on the opposite side of
Salmon Brook. He had an umbrella
in one hand and a branch of a bush
in the other, biting off the leaves of
the branch and being in a deep study.
The brow is only a few rods from the
boarding house. :

Conner was putting on a load of
deals and asked Mr. Alcorn to get on
and drive to the village. Alcorn
boards in the village with A. E.
Snye, where he has his good clothes,
and at the time he was standing be-
side the brow he had on his working
clothes, He said he would walk. Eve-
ning came and Mr. Alcorn had not
reached the' village.

Fears being entertained that some-
thing might be wrong, parties set out
on Sunday in search of the missing
man, but could get no trace of him.
Today the Alma Lumber and Ship-
building Co.’s mill crew, with others,
are searching again.

Mr. Alcorn was in partnersfiip with
A. E. Smye building the extension to
the breakwater here and lost money
on the contract. . This was notall. He
had another trouble in comnection
with the same transaction which
greatly troubled him, and being
thoroughly honest and having lost
his time and having debts which he
thought he could never pay looming
up before him ,became despondent,
and unusually quiet, it is believed that
he has either committed suicide or
started for the United -States. Mr.
Alcorn has been living here nearly all
of his life, and is held in high esteem
by all who know him for his sterling
qualities. Mr. Alcorn’s mother lives
in New Horton and was married the
gsecond time to a Mr. Gough.
