Shadow Will Only Partially Cover the Sun 

But May Be Plainly Seen if 

Weather Is Clear. 

NEW YORK, Aug. 29—The Tribune 

says: “If the weather is favorable to- 

morrow morning the people of the 

eastern part of the United States and 

Canada will witness an unusual celes
- 

tial phenomenon. Eclipses of the sun 

occur every year or two but in order 

to see them it is necessary to go a long 

distance from home. The last eclipse 

that was seen in this country occurred 

in May, 1900. The path along which 

the sun was completely hidden went 

from a point in North Carolina across 

the Atlantic to the southern Spain 

and thence diagonally off the Mediter- 

ranean to Africa. In the vicinity of 

New York the eclipse was only a par- 

tial one. 
The track tomorrow begins south of 

Hudson Bay, emerges on the Labrador 

coast and follows much of the route 

thereafter as did the others except 

that it reaches into Arabia after 

coursing northern Egypt. South of the 

path which' is only about .50 miles 

wide this eclipse will be partial 

Along the Atlantic coast the spectacle 

will begin at about sunrise say from 

5.30 to 5.40 o'clock and end somewhere 

between 7.12 and 7.38 o'clock. The fur- 

ther west, the earlier the eclipse oc- 

curs, and it is later at Boston than at 

New York.

SEVEN FOOT MAN SAVED 

BY 17 YEAR OLD GIRL. 

NEW YORK, Aug. 28 — William 

Witte, seven feet four inches tall, was 

saved from drowning yesterday by 

Miss Muriel Starr, seventeen years 

old, assisted by members of the Coney 

Island Volunteer Life Saving Corps. 

Rendered helpless by a cramp, Witte 

was struggling to keep above water 

off West Twenty-fifth street, when 

Miss Starr swam to his aid and man- 

aged to hold his head above the waves 

until Captain Treadwell and several 

members of the life saving corps ar- 

rived. 
Miss Starr was on the beach with 

geveral friends, all ready for a dip. 

Seeing Witte's plight she boldly struck 

out toward him, and within a few sec- 

onds had extended her helping hand. 

She struggled to bear up her giant 

burden, and was fast becoming ex- 

hausted when the other rescuers came 

to her aid. 
It required the combined efforts of 

half a dozen men to drag Witte to the 

beach in front of Scovill’s bathing pa- 

villion. He was stretched on the sand 

and the rescuers worked hard over his 

giant form before they could resusci- 

tate him. He was later taken to his 

home. He is employed as drum major 

of the Luna Park band.

there was a recognizance on both 

sides that the decisive hour of the fate 

of the peace conference had come. Mr. 

Witte seemed not in a pleasant frame 

of mind. He had received new instruc- 

tions’ during the night reiterating the 

old. They left him no leeway. Unless 

the new Japanese proposition meets 

the Emperor's “Ultimatum” as given 

to President Roosevelt through Am- 

bassador Meyer, no indemnity but the 

cession of Sakhalin without money 

payment beyond that for the mainten- 

ance of the Russian prisoners and that 

involved in the cession of the Chinese 

Eastern Railway, he considered that 

he had full authority to reject it flatly 

without reference to St. Petersburg. 

M. Witte considered that the em- 

peror had figuratively burned his 

\bridges behind him in the replies he 

had given to the head of the American 

Republic. His superior having thus 

committed himself. M. Witte felt him- 

self tied hand and foot. Unless the 

Japanese proposal this morning, there- 

fore, came strictly within his instruc- 

tions, he would, according to his views, 

not only be justified in refusing it, but 

be compelled to do so. To a proud 

man like M, Witte, the position was in- 

sufferable. He was playing a “dog's 

comedy,” he said to a friend. 

But he is a man of passion, a man 

who acts sometimes upon sudden im- 

pulses and he is quite capable at the 

critical moment of disregarding the 

letter of his instructions and laying 

them at the feet of his majesty, and 

thus, in the face of the world, forcing 

the emperor tov take the responsibility. 

But there were motives that might im- 

pel him in the other direction. He 

knows well the feeling which exists at 

the court against him. He knows that 

the emperor's advisers are trying to 

poison his majesty’s mind against him. 

None knows as well as he that the mili- 

tary party is demanding a continuation 

of the war and that if he disobeys the 

letter of his instructions he will be ac- 

cused of temporizing. He will be 

charged to make peace at any price. 

No plenipotentiary at such a crisis was 

ever placed in such a difficult position. 

Even the members of his entourage 

could not fathom his intentions when 

he went to the conference today. One 

of .them said: “If you want my opinion 

it is 95 chances out of 100 that M. Witte 

will not even consider the Japanese 

proposals. I cannot always believe that 

they can agree. He gces to the confer- 

ence to listen to what they have to say 

and will take his place at the confer- 

ence table and sit silent until they 

have finished. That will be the trying 

moment. Then he will reply, Perhaps 

he did not himself know when he leit 

the hotel this morning what reply he 

would give.” 

JAPS OFFER TO ARBITRATE.

tion that Baron Komuura held a strong 
card in reserve which might make im- 
possible for M. Witte, no matter how

“We trust that the cabinet and elder 
statesmen who met in the presence of 

the Emperor yesterday are united and 

prepared to carry out this national de- 

termination, even if it involves the la- 

mentable continuance of the war.”
