An Unsolicited Letter Which Tells Its Own Tale,
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RESCUE IN MID-OCEAN.

Capt. Nelson and Crew of the Schooner
W. R. Chester Had a Narrow
Escape.

NEW YORK, Jan. 9.—After a rescue
in mid-ocean and a mnarrow escape
from death, Captain Wm. Nelson, his
wife and five seamen, of the two-mast-
ed schooner W. R. Chester, arrived to-

night as passengers on “the Atlantic
transport line steamship Minnehaha.
The schdoner was. abandoned in lat.
39.02, lon. 59.20, the crew being taken
aboard the steamship Anglo-Chilian,
which landed them at Havre.

The Chester left Jonesport, Maine,
on Nov. 24, lumber laden, and bound
for Barbados. She ran into rough
weather soon after sailing, which con-
tinued until Dec. 11, when she was
struck by a wave which threw her on
her beam ends. She rolled over to
port so far that her captain and his
wife thought she would turn turtle,
and the captain gave the order to cut
away the masts. This was done, and
when they went by the board, carry-
ing away the bowsprit and other ham-
per, the vessel slowly came back to an
even keel. To add_to the peril- of the
situation, Captain Nelson found that
his . rudder was broken, and the
schooner wallowed K and rolled at the
mercy of every sea which broke over
her.

“Fortunately,” said the captain, “she
did not leak. We huddled in the cabin
and did the best we could for four
days and a half. There was plenty to
eat and fresh water. There came &
lull in the storm on the evening of the
16th, when the Anglo-Chilian came
along. We lit signals of distress and
the steamship sent her boat for us in
charge of the second officer. It was
necessary to make two trips to take
off six of us. The schooner was set
on fire when we left.”

Captain Nelson, while he lost nearly
all his belongings, managed to save his
parrot and his wife’s cat.

They just try to
block it. The batter? Well, he don’t
have any show at all. .

“The first time I saw it used was
when I was with the Baltimore team.
Bowerman had it and used it in prac-
tice, but nobody paid much attention
to it. Chesbro was the first to get
control of it. He seldom used any-
thing but the spit ball and a fast one
during last season. He pitched six
straight games without using a curve
last season, using nine spit balls out
of ten pitched balls. The tenth was
a fast one.

‘“The way Chesbro made_that wild
pitch which lost the championship to
Boston was that he put his thumb
where Dineen had wet it in pitching
the spit ball.

Chesbro’s thumb slipped
on the part of the ball that Dineen
was wetting and the wild pitch result-
ed. Dineen had the spit ball that last
day and he had it good.”

POOR DOCUMENT

INDIANS DEFIANT.

e

Vancouver Island Tribe Allaclf Officiats
Sent to Arrest Men Who
Broke Contracts.

e o

(New York Herald.)
VICTORIA, B. C.,, Jan. 7.—For the
first time in almost a score of years the

Indaians of Vancouver Island have set

the white- man’s law and its officers
at deflance and caused the despatch of
a government cruiser with sufficient
force to maintain authority and make
wholesale arrests. That the outbreak
of the Nootka tribe has been without
fatality thus far alone relieves the
seriousness of the situation, first news
of which reached Victoria. on the re-

‘turn of the Queen City from the west

coast.

The beginning of the trouble wth the
Nootkas is ten months old. Certain of
their young men had signed articles for
the spring sealing with vessels of the
Victoria fleet. 'These articles they
broke after obtaining considerable ad-
vances. At the close of the season
Captain Brown, of the Zellah May,
was delegated to visit the Indians at
their village and bring the offenders
to justice, -Chief Constable McDougall
was instructed to go with him.

Nootka is midway between Clayoquot
and Cape Scott.and isolated from any
community of whites. Captain Brown,

who had been sworn in as a special

officer, and McDougall quickly located
Nootka Harry and Maginna, or “Nap-
oleon,” a nephew of the chief, and de-
cided that they were the offenders who

should be arrested. To avoid unneces- |

sary conflict it was agreed to keep the
men under observation, deferring ar-
rest until the approach of the steamer,
which had orders to pick up the party.

Unluckily the smoke of another ves-

sel was mistaken for that of the ex-
pected steamer, the arrests were made
prematurely and trouble began. The
men of Nootka pleaded for the libera-
tion of the captives, and then threat-
ened, and meanwhile the steamer pass-
ed.

The Indians surrounded the hut and
one was sent in “with a bundle of cloth-
ing, which they explained belonged to
“Napoleon.” He obtained permission
to put on these garments, and soon ap-
peared in a faded naval uniform of
half a century ago, his shaggy head
crowned with a cap bearing an emblem
of British authority.

Then the bearing of the tribe under-
went a remarkable change. The con-
stables were informed that the uniform
had been given to the tribe by Sir
James Douglas, first governcr of the
colony, and that the Indians had been
gssured that any Nootka wearing it
would be immune from interference
by white law officers. It was a com-

‘pact with the “Old Governor,”. and,

with this as their justification, the In-
dians prepared for an assault in force.
This attack was successful, although
the chief and ringleader had his head
split open with a pair of handcuffs by
McDougall, who was overpowered and
his revolver and other property seized.
In response to signals the Indians
then disappeared as if by magic. Their
Jookouts had sighted the approaching
steamer, and soon afterward McDou-
gall and Brown were taken on board.
