Commissioner Coombs of the Salva-
tion Army, who succeeded Eva Booth
in command of the Canadian Army,
will arrive here today on the Pacific
express. due at 5.40 p. m.

Commissioner Coombs will hold meet-
ings at 11 a. m,, 3 and 7 p. m. Sunday
in the York Theatre. Ou Monday and
Tuesday he will have a number of im-
portant intarviews and visit several
institutions of the city. A welcome
meeting will be held in the theatre on
Monday evening.

The commissioner completed this
week a series of meetings in St. John’s,
Newfoundland, which have been at-
tended with great success. Over 4,000
persons attended his meetings in that
city, and 126 persons sought the mercy
seat. At the meeting on Monday night
Lieut. Gov. Sir William McGregor took
the chair:

On leaving Newfoundland the com-
missioner, in order to keep his ap-
pointments in Nova Scotia, was obliged
to charter a steamer to convey himself
and his party from St. John’s to Car-
bonnear. From hgre they were obliged
to drive 25 miles or more over terribly
bad roads to keep engagements at
Harbor Grace and Bay Roberts.

The steamer Bruce, on Wwhich the
party sailed from St. John's to Louis-
burg, encountered a great deal of ice
on her trip. On entering Louisburg
Harbor she had to put her way
through solid ice. The party missed
connections with the train at ‘Louis-
burg, but through the kindness of the
manager of the Dominion Coal Com-
pany a special train was placed at the
commissioner’s disposal, and so they
were able to catch the I. C. R. train
and make good the connections for
New Glasgow. Here the commission-
er addressed a meting last evening, at
which ex-Mayor Graham presided.

The commissioner will be accom-
panied by Lieut. Col. Pugmire and his
private secretary, Brigadier Smeaton,
who have been with him throughout
his trip, and Col. Sharp and Col. Tay-
lor, who went from here to meet him
at New Glasgow.

The Girl Found in Waltham Behind a
Bill Board Tells a Very Funny.

WALTHAM, Mass., March 17. —.The
young girl who was found yesterday
on the outskirts of this city, bound
hand and foot, and who gave the name
of Helen Teserau, admitted to the po-
lice tonight that her story of the as-
sault upon her was fictitious, but she
declined to say why she tied her hands
and feet and placed a vial of supposed
poison at her side. She also said that
her name was Louise Syde, and this
the police found to be correct.

The girl within the last two weeks
has been employed as a domestic in
two Waltham families and from each
of these places she was discharged.
The liquid which' made the girl 11,
and which was supposed to be poison
was found to be benzine.

Miss Syde is still being held at the
Waltham Hespital, the police authori-
ties not having decided as to what dis-

position to make of the case. -

ST. PETERSBURG, Mar. 18.—2.10
p. m.—Telegraph communication with
the retreating Rusian army has been
cut for twenty-four hours, but the au-
thorities hope it is only temporary, de-
claring that they had no information
that the Japanese have reached the rail-
road in Gen. Linevitch’s rear. Never-
theless, with the curtain down the war
office naturally is the prey of the dir-
est forebodings. The last word from
the front was contained in & telegram
from one of the Associated Press Ruse-
sian correspondents, the only corres-
pondent with the _retiring army. It
presaged an attack from the rear. The
telegram, although dated Chantufu (40
miles north of Tie Pass) at four o’clock
Thursday afternoon, was gsent from Kai-
yuan thirty miles northof Tie Pass
and reached St. Petersburg only this
morning. It was very brief,~ saying
simply that the army was retiring in
good order and destroying the railroad
as it went, but was constantly pressed
by the Japanese, the rear guard actions
being jcontinuous. There were omini-
ous words in the concluding sentence
as follows: “We believe the Japanese
are making a wide turning movement
north and that -they are ready to fall
upon us when we get out of the ring-
like group of mountains which sur-
round the Tie Pass gorge.”

In the long retreat to Harbin, the
Russians only have the advantage of
the Mandarin so far as Kai Yuan,
whence it bears eastward to Khirin,
whence the railroad continues north to
Harbin. According to the general
staff, however, & good wagon road runs
parallel to the railroad.

The greatest sympathy is expressed
by the British press and public for
Gen. Kuropatkin, and there is strong
criticism for the curt manner of his
dismissal, without a work of thanks
for past services. Gen. Kuropatkin is
considered to have ben to a large ex-
tent a victim throughout the campaign
of the interference of former Viceroy
Alexieff and the grand ducal party and
to never have had s free hand or pro-
per support in ‘men ‘and measures.
Little or nothing is hoped for from
the appointment of Gen. Linevitch,
whose task is admitted to be almost
superhuman.

All the St. Petersburg correspondents
of the' London newspapers are most
pessimistic. The Daily Mail’s corres-
pondent thinks the central fact of the
situation is that since the blessing of
the Neva (Jan. 19), the emperor has
been a prisoner at Tsarskoe Selo, and

.never once has ventured to the capi-
tal
The Morning Post’s and other corres-

The report charges that so-called
awards of merit are peing issued ‘‘bY
a slraw corporation” for the sole pur-
pose of being sold to be used in 2
commercial way as advertising matter.
The committee reports the substance
of a conversation wit an agent al-
leged to be employed specially to sell
these awards on commission.

The alleged agent, the report
exhibited one award ‘‘of special mer-
it” that he sald he had sold for $500,
and stated to the committee that a
certain well known manufecturing con-
cern had paid as high as $20,000 for a
so-called official award to be used for
advertising. The committee further
charges that legitimate medals were
being held back by the exposition man-
agement to promote its  traffie in
awards.

In its investigation of the Utah com-
mission the committee verified various
charges of irregularities, including for-
ceries of vouchers aggregating $2,100.
