A mighty effort will be made tomor-
row for the overthrow of the Ross
government in Ontarfo. The contract
is a heavy one, but the opposition
leader and his comrades seem to think
that it can be ‘carried through. If the
Conservatives should succeed they
have in Mr. Whitney a leader who
may safely be entrusted with the pre:
miership.

Hon. George W. Ross, leader of the
Ontario government, was born in 1841.
In 1872 he was first elected to ‘the house
of commons, after some years of ser-
vice as a school teacher and inspector
of achz')ols. Then he was for a time
leader of the prohibitionists, In 1883,
after four successful federal contests
in West Middlesex, he accepted the in-
vitation of Sir Oliver Mowat to enter

1 his cabinet as minister of education.

This office he held under the Mowat
and Hardy governments until 1899,
when he succeeded the latter in the
premiership with the office of provin-
clal treasurer, i

Mr. Whitney was born in 1843, and is
a barrister. He was first elected to the
legislature as the prepresentative of
Dundas at a by-election in 1888. Mr.
Meredith, who was then leader of the
opposition was followed by Mr. Marter,
and on the retirement of the latter in
1896, Mr. Whitney was called to the
place. The first general election there-
after was held in 1898, when the gov-
ernment lost heavily and had two
ministers defeated. 1In 1902 Mr. Ross
made his first appeal to the people as
premier. He was badly beaten in the
popular vote, but claimed a majority
of two in the house. For two years
and a half Mr. Ross has tried to hold
office, and to escape deafeat in by-elec-
tions. He reached a point when with
his majority wiped out and several by-
elections impending there was nothing
for him to do but dissolve the house
and try to obtain a working majority.
The persistent attacks of Mr. Whitney,
who fought all the by-elections and

gave constant attention to the work of
organization have much to do with
the precarious situation in which Mr.
Ross finds himself.

WE STILL HOLD THE GAS RECORD
i B

St. John is maintaining its record as
the city which provides the poorest gas
of any town of the same size in Can-
ada. Possibly there are some small
towns which can claim to reach the
same bad eminence, but it would re-
quire dilligent research to make this
appear. According to the return received
yesterday St. John gas was officially
tested four or five times every inonth
in the last fiscal year. The highest
average for any month was 17.75 candle
power in November, 1903. The lowest
was 16,50 in September. The average is
below 17 in four months and below
17.76 in the other eight. Halifax never
got lower than 17.50 and its highest
was 18.41. Quebec reached a lower
average in one month than St. John.
The December average was 16.23. But
only in one other month was the Que-

'bec average below 17 and that time it

was 16.96, while in three months it
averaged about 18. Montreal reports a
maxigum of 19.23 with a low level of
1_6‘69, and a general average consider-
ably above that of St. John. In Tor-
onto the lowest monthly average was
17.52, and the usual test was about 18,
the highest being 19.90. Ottawa makes
a still better showing, averaging over
21, during the seven months in the
year, and only in one menth below 18.
London reports an average higher than
20 during half the months, reaching as
high as 21.39 and never giving lower
than St. John's highest average. The
figures for Hamilton are between 17.10
and 18.35. Vancouver averages from
17.01 to 18.36, while the lowest in Vic-
toria is 17.38, and nearly all are above
18. ’

Turning to smaller communities in
the maritime provinces we find the
lowest average in Moncton is 17.56 and

the highest 20.28. The lowest in Fred-
ericton is 16.94 and the highest 18.13
Pictou’s maximum is is 19.84; minmum
16.64. Yarmouth gets below St. John
loweast for one month at 16.89, but every
other month is abcve 17.40. In Charlotte-
tewn, the gas ranges from 16.60 to 21.26.

Those who have feared that St. John
would lose the d#stinction of having
the worst gas in Canada, charged at

! nearly the highest price, have yet no

cause for alarm. The record is safe.

The Proud Widow of a Workingman
Peer

LONDON, Jan, 23. — Anne, Countess
of Seafield, whe has just jeoined the
Auxiliary League of .the Salvation
Army, is proud to be known as the
widow of a working peer.

In New Zealand in the elghties she
shared to the full the many strange
vicissitudes of her husband and cousin,
Francis Willlam Ogilvie-Grant, tenth
Barl of Seafleld, Viscount Reidhaven,
Baorn Ogilvie and Baron Strathspey.

To a reporter the Dowager Countess
of Seafield has told the story of her
husband’s career as a workingman.

“My husband,” said the countess,
“was a gentleman, but, what is more
than that, he was & man. When bhard
times came to us in Oamaru and fair-
weather friends deserted us, the poor
and exiled son of an ancient race saw
no disgrace in teiling with his hands to
keep our home together.

“Taking off his own brewn wvelvet
shooting jacket and laying aside his
gun, he joined the ranks of labor,
shouldered his pick and shovel, and in
the garb of an ordinary workingman
went wherever work called him. :

«With a houseful of babies at home
he could not afford to refuse work,
however rough. He toiled as a navvy
on the roads, laying down tram lines,
digging and fencing and rabbiting up-
country—often sleeping in the open air
or in a henhouse.

“For three whole weeks I have known
him to be daily seeking work, with a
singie sixpence in his pocket, which he
dare not spend.

“Among his mates were many men
of good family, scions of ancient races,
who discarded their titles. My hus-
band sought work under his true
name. First as Viscount Reidhaven,
then as the Earl of Seafield, he was
known to his mates, and there was
not & soul in the ‘little whitestone city’
—as we called Qamaru—but loved,
honored and respected the working-
man peer.

“Among his fellow-workmen he found
the truest friends. That is why I, his
widow,. cannot bear to hear the work-
ingmen slandered.

“In 1888 he came into the earldom,
and I look back upon that day as the
blackest in our lives, for my husband,
still a workingman, died within a few
months of coming into the title.”

The present Earl of Seafleld is the
eldest son of the workingman peer.
Six years ago he married a New Zea-
land girl.

A peeress-playwright is a possibility
of the future, if the Dowager Countess
of Seafield fulfills her intention of writ-
ing a play based on some of the ro-
mantic incidents of her life as working
woman peeress.
