. ATLANTIC LEVIATHANS.

It was only in this century, says En-
gineering, that the average number of
passengers in Trans-Atlantic liners in
any case exceeded 1,000. In 1801 the
North German Lloyd were alone in this
position, their average being 1130; in
1902 they were joined by their neigh-
bors of Hamburg, while in 1903 there
were seven lines with a higher average
than 1,000. This year, however, there
are only three—the Hamburg-Ameri-
can, the Cunard, and the North Germ-
an loyd. The Hamburg-American
steal
aman_ port made 84 trips, and took an
average of 1266 passengers. The Cun-
ard liners from Fiume made 21 voy-
ages, and took an average of 1226 pas-
‘sengers; the North German Lloyd lin-
ers from Bremen made 89 voyages, and
took an average of 1201. Next in order
came the Red Star ships from Ant-
werp, which in their 50 arrivals had an
average of 9M. Then come the Cunard
Company’s vessels from Liverpool, with
an average of 906. The sixth place is
taken by the Norddeutscher Lloyd ves-
sels from the Mediterranean ports,
where the average for 32 trips is 893.
Tre White Star vesgsels from Liverpool
made 94 voyages, with an average of
869. The French Trans-Atlantic Line
averaged 854, and La Veloce 849, the lat-
ter almost entirely emigrants. As in
this and one or two other instances the
population is not a good paying one, it
may be well to glance, continues En-
gineering, for a moment at the averages
of ‘the first and secord-class passengers:
Taking first-class passengers, the North
GermanLloyd come first with 146, which
is rather less than in the previous year.
The White Star take second place with
139, about the same as in the previous
year. The Hamburg-American are third
with 108, the Cunard Company fourth
with 94; and then in succession, the
American with 87, the French with 84,
the North German Lloyd Mediterranean
ships with 74, the Atlantic Transport
with 72, the Holland-American with 70,
the Red Star with 58, and the Anchor
Line with 43. As regards second-class
passengers, the order is slightly differ-
ent, the Cunard Company taking sec-
ond place, and the Anchor Line a much
higher position.

NEW RAILWAY
That Will Tap the Head Waters of the
St, John,

BANGOR, Feb. 11.—There has been
some talk about the city within the
last few days concerning a new raile
road scheme which has lately been
formulated, and incerporated in this
.state under the name of the Bangor &
Northern Maine Short Line railway.

‘When a reporter called on Geo. W.
Maxfield, at the Maine Farm-product
company’s office, in regard to this new
railroad in Bangor, Mr. Maxfield said:
‘““We have options on tide water faeili-
ties at High Head in this city known
as the Crosby heirs’ wharf property,
a]l that land with the new wharves,
the Hinkley & Egery land extending
from tide water to Main street, " and-
from the Public Works company’s car
barns up Main street to Hon. J. B.
Bass’s land, and 18 rods of Mr, '8
property adjoining the Hinckley &
Egery land on Main street, and back
as far as the land extends. These two
last pieces mentioned are on the oppos~
ite side of the Main street from the city
farm and much more is under control.

“The Bangor & Northern Maine Short
: Line railway will be built at once if
{ chartered. H. M. Heath, Esq,, of Aug-

{ usta, holds the written agreement of the

New York incorporators to that effect.
They are financially able to do it.

The road will start at tide water at
Bangor, go up through the westerly
part of the towns .on the west side:of
the Penobscot to Mattawamkeag, from
Mattawamkeag the line Wwill also run
through the easterly part of Aroostook
to Houlton, the main line will also run
from Mattawamkeag by the way of ¢
Medway, Milinocket, Mount Katahdin, ]
Chamberlain lake to the headwaters'of
the St. John river on our western
boundary. Another branch will run
from Medway to Patten and thence to
Presque Isle. It will be 275 miles long.
The line is so laid out as not to con-
flict with the fifteen mile limit of the
B & A.

“Under the charter it is impossible
for the Maine Central or any other cor*
poration to control the charter or the
road. It contains strong and unusual
restrictions. It will and must be an in-
dependent company. It asks no tax ex-
emption, no public aid, arnd no one in
Maine to help finance it.

. “It has been carefully studied. My
' friends in New York believe that there

is room for this road and the B. & A.

They have no desire to injure that road.

They confidently Dbelieve that the
growth of northern Maine will give both

roads all the traffic they can possibly

handle. The public can feel sure the
! road will be built. It means a wonder-
i ful development for Bangor and all of
‘ northern Maine.”
