CZAR WON'T CONSENT TO
JAPAN'S PEACE TERMS.

i -

Expects Negotiations
Russian Army’s

Won't Cede Sakhalin Nor Pay Indemnity---Witte

to End at Once---
Retreat Gut Off,

NEW YORK, Aug. 2.—A staft corre-
spondent &f the Herald on board the
steamer Kaiser Wilhelm = der Grosse
sends his paper the following despatch
by wireless telegraph:—

“Mr. Witte, the Russian envoy, said
Tuesday night:

“I am afraid the negotiation will be
ended within a week, as the Japanese
conditions will be so intolerable as not
to admit of discussion.”

NEW YORK, Aug. 2.—Speaking of
the Russian imperial telegram appear-
ing in yesterday’s official Messenger, in
which the Czar, replying to an address

from Khabarovsk expressed his hearty
appreciation of the recommenda-
tion to continue the war till the enemy
is crushed and, above all, not to think
of the'cession of territory or the pay-
ment of an indemnity, the St.  Peters-
burg correspondent of the Times says:
The personal character of the Rus-
sian monarch precludes the faintest
suspicion of bluff and the repeated as-
severation of the czar's warlike mood
directly after the interview \with the
German emperor at Bjoerdoe compels
attention. The inspired Russ declares
that M. Witte has been instructed by
the czar as to what conditions are im-
possible of accepting. It is easy to see
from the czar’s telegram to XKhabar-

vosk what these conditions are.

The Russ adds that if the Japanese
make any such demands M. Witte will
brezk off the negotiations.

All this tends to reduce the chances
of peace. Already the conviction is
growing that peace cannot be conclud-
ed by the present government because
it does not feel sufficiently supported
by the nation to accept conditions in-
volving the cession of territory, or the
payment or an indemnity. Yet it is
well realized that Japan cannot ter-
minate the struggle without one or
both.

The department of posts issues an
official notification of the closing of all
offices in Sakhalin. The island is lost
forever. It is also recognized that the
possession of Sakhalin places the whole
Amur region under Japanese influence,
but the present government refuses to
admit the logic of events and will prob-
ably leave this unpleasant duty to the
future Russian parliament.

RUSSIANS CUT OFF.

SEOUL, Aug. 2—The worst rain in
30 years has occurred and the Tumen
river is flooded. The Russians Wwho
have been holding semi-permanent
works south of the river have been
cut off from Vladivostok and are un-
able to retreat.

M. WITTE HAS ARRIVED.

On board Steamship Kaiser Wilhelm
der Grosse, via wirelees telegraph sta-
tion at Siasconset, Mass., Aug. 2—Af-
ter a good passage across the Atlan-
tic, Sergius Witte, Russidn envoy to
the peace conference with the Japan-
ese representatives at Portsmouth, N.
H., is in perfect health.

Speaking of his approaching arrival
in America, Mr. Witte said: I am hap-
py to visit America which country I
am most anxious to see. MY only re-
gret is that I cannot speak English, as
I should like thoroughly to appreciate
the country whose progress and devel-
opment are so interesting and instruc-
tive.

I shall also be glad-to have personal
intercourse with President Roosevelt
who has reached such a prominent
position as a statesman and to pre-
sent to him the greetings of Emper-
or Nicholas.

“It has been stated that I am to
pave the ground for floating a Russian
loan in America and discuss the rela-
tions between the two countries espec-
fally regarding commercial affairs. My
only mission is the negotiations for
peace.”

TWO GREAT AMERIGAN
TIED UP BY

RAILROADS
TELEGRAPHERS’ STRIKE.

HELENA., Mont.,, Aug. 2.—Despat-
ches from Montana points indicate that
the general strike order issued last
night was generally obeyed by the tele-
graphers on the Northern Pacific and
Great Northern. In this city, which is
a relay point, sixteen operators, includ-
ing two wire chiefs and two operators
in the yard quit work upon receiving
the signal from President Perham.

All operators on the Montana Central
except despatchers, about fifty all to-
gether went out, and the entire Rocky
Mountain division of the Northern
Pacific is reported to be tied up by the
strike.

SPOKANE, Wash,, Aug. 2—On the

Spokane division of the Great North-
ern. and the Idaho division of the
Northern Pacific all the operators ex-
cept the despatchers are out. The men
claim the walkout is absolutely perfect
only excepting one man at Pasco, on
the Northern Pacific and claim every
man on the Great Northern.

BUTTEB, Mont., Aug. 2—Train No. 6,
known as the “Burlington Flyer” and
running over the Northern Pacific
tracks, west of Billings, is reported to
be tied up at a point twenty-five miles
east of Butte, as a result of the tele-
graphers strike last night. Twelve
operators walked out in this city when
the order went into effect shortly after
eleven o’clock last night.

LONGSHORE STRIKE
AND FATAL RIOTS,

One Killed and Four Mortally
Injured.

Demand for 25 Cents an .Hour in Porto Rico
fesults in Battle Between Police and
Strikers.

SAN JUAN, PORTO RICO, Aug. 2—
One dead, four so seriously injured
that they may die and mnearly forty
more in hospital is the result of a riot
last night growing out of the long-
shoremen’s strike for an increase of
wages to 25 cents an hour which has
been in progress for a month, For more
than two hours the greater proportion
of San Juan’ was under the control of a
mob numbering about a thousand dig-
ging up paving blocks and stones and
with these and other missfles rushing

through the streets fighting the police
who were armed with rifles. Scores of
shots were fired. At 8 o’clock while the
main police force was engaged with
the rioters another mob, mainly com-
posed of young men and boys, threw
lights in the main
streets, with the result that nearly the
entire city was in total darkness all

night.

At 9 o'clock the mob sought refuge
in a disreputable district which had
been unprotected. A cordon of police

was thrown around the place, how-

ever, and held the rioters in check for

the remainder of the night. From mid-
night the police, numbering only 100,
had the situation under control. Rein-
forcements were expected today.

WEALTHY NEW YORKER
KILLED IN HIS PORCH

NEW YORK, Aug. 2.—James H.
Cleary, & wealthy real estate dealer in
High Bridge was found dead in the
vestibule of his home by his wife yes-
terday afternoon. His friends believe
he was the victim of foul play, accord-
ing to the Tribune.

Mrs. Cleary happened to be going out
and found her husband’s body lying
against the wall of the vestiblue. She
summoned her friends and after a
hasty consultation the police of the
High Bridge station were informed.

An examination of the body showed
that a finger of the left hand on which
Cleary had worn a large diamond ring
was badly bruised as if attempts had
been made to remove the ring. The
stone of the ring was missing and the
police thought it had been pried from
the setting.

Coroner Berry ordered a physician to
examine the body, and he " reported
that Cleary died from heart trouble.

TWO SERIOUS COLLISIONS
REPORTED AT SEA,

NEW YORK, Aug. 2—Two collisions
at sea were reported by the steamship
Minneapolis which arrived today from
London. The first mishap occurred in
a perilous trap made by another liner,
a tramp ship and a fishing smack on
July 22, in the English Channel. Her
commander, Capt. Gales, said that his
steamer was wedged so tightly in that
her only choice was for either ship to
be run down. He chose the fishing
smack as the least. dangerous and
struck this boat a glancing blow
which carried away parts of her rig-
ging but no other serious damage.
Two days later Capt. Gales believes the
Minneapolis ran over a fragment of a
submerged wreck. Early on Monday
morning, while the passengers were
asleep the steamer shivered as from a
shock against her hull and one blade
of the propeller snapped off. Passeng-
ers were awakened and ran on deck in
alarm as the steamer came to a stop.
After a short delay the Minneapolis
proceeded on her way.
