GAPT GORST'S STORY

Says the Damara - Did Not Strlke a
Ledge or Rock, But Some
Submerged  Object.

P

HALIFAX, Feb., 9.—The entire crew
and the three passengers of the Fur-
ness line steamer Damara arrived in
the city this afternoon. Captain Gorst
gives an altogether new version of the
disagter from what had hitherto been
current. He says the steamer did not
strike a ledge or a rock and that he
was not out of his course. The steam-
er, Yaptain Gorst says, was 108 miles
fmﬁ the west end of Sable Island and
17 miiles from the mainland when she
struck either heavy ice or- some sub-
merged object, he has no idea what,
which caused a leak in the after end
of the engine room. He at once
changed his course and for two hours
ran sixteen miles towards the land,
hoping to obtain water more free of
fce in case the boats had to be got out,
or to get to land to beach the steamer
if necessary. He would have got to
land had it not been that the water

rose to the boilers, putting the fires
out. Then the steamer had to stop.
| The water passed through the shaft
tunnel 'into the other compartments,
and one after” another it rose in. the
four holds. Finally the steamer was
abandoned and the people made their
 way in two boats through thick and al-
{ most impenetrable slab ice to the
shore. The captain’s' boat was four
hours in making the one mile pasgage,
. and the mate’s boat, which went round
the ice as mueh as possible, was six
hours in effecting a landing. Captain
Gorst says the use of the lead in water
covered with ice so thick as was that
through which the Damara was pass-
ing was simply impossible. The steam-
er sank eighteen hours after she began
to take in water. The passengers OR
the Damara were: Emilien Mayer, re-
presenting J. M. Fortier of Montreal;
Robert Scott, a merchant of St. Johns,
Nfld., and Mrs. Prowse, a former resid-
ent of Halifax and now Ilving in St.
Johns. These all speak in high terms
of the conduct of the officers and crew
and tell good stories of the difficulties
of effecting a landing through the ice
bound coast. But none sustained Iin-
juries. The Damara’s mail, a valuable
one of eleven hags taken on board at
St. Johns,
that held it having swamped, the
movement of the sea ruining the let-
ters and papers to a pulp.
