IN. HOTEL FIRE.

Guests at Marancook, Maine, 

in a Panic 

MARANACOOK, Me, Aug. 

Three persons perished and five others 

were burned or injured in a fire which 

destroyed the Hotel Maranacook, in 

this town, early today. Over four 
score guests and employes escaped in 

night attire after they ‘had been 

awakened by the hotel clerk, many of 

them leaping from the windows. That 

there had been loss of life was not 

known until a search of the ruine dur- 

ing the afternoon revealed the charred 

bodies. There was apparently no 

means of identifying the dead, the 

hotel register hed been burned and 
other means of identifying were miss- 

ing. 

The fire, which is supposed to have 

been caused by a defective chimney, 

spread rapidly through the two and 

one-half stories of the wooden struc- 

26. — 

ture, The hotel clerk, Robert Bout- 

well, discovered the flames and 

rushing through the corridors, 
aroused all the guests. In doing 
this he was seriously burned, and later 

while attending to the guests in the 

cold air of the morning contracted a 

severe cold, which it is feared will de- 

velop into pneumonia. None of the 
guests had time to seize personal cloth- 

ing, and many of them were uncon- 

scious by the time they reached the 

open air. The injured people were hurt 

by jumping. Nearby -cottagers pro- 

vided clothing and shelter for the 
guests, and physicians summoned from 

‘Winthrop and Readfield attended the 

burned and injured. 

The hotel was built 27 years ago and 
was owned by the Maine Central Rail- 
way. 

The hotel management believe the 
bodies are those of Mr. and Mrs. E. 

A. Martin and child of Boston, for the 
reason that all the other guests have 

| been located, and the bodies corres- 
pond with theirs. The bodies were 

found in the middle of the debris.

Secondly, as an ethical or moral 
treasure given in the Word of God to 

the church to commit to others. Each 

denomination stood for some graat 

principle; God has given to :ach a 
peculiar treasure, a deposit for that 

sect. He illustrated what ‘hese “ware 

in the case of the Presbyterian and 
German Reformed church. 
Thirdly, missionary, a world wide 

treasure given in order that we carry 

it to others. The church is a mission- 
ary organization, and should not live 
merely for itself. y

NORWEGIAN BARK 

F. C. SIEBEN 

LONDON, Aug. 27.—When passing 

Lizard Head today on her voyage 

from Baltimore for London, the Atlan- 

tic transport line steamer Maryland 

signalled that she had on board the 

crew of the Norwegian bark F. C. Sie- 
ben, which she rescued in mid-ocean. 

She reports that she fell in with the 
Sieben Aug. 24 in lat. 49 deg. north, 
long. 20 west (about 600 miles west of 

Lizard Head), and took the . crew 

from their waterlogged vessel. Before 
being abandoned the hulk was set on 

fire. When last seen, the derelict was 

blazing fiercely. 
(The F. C. Sieben, in command of 

Captain Knudsen, sailed from Conway, 

Wales, Aug. 8, in ballast for Tangier, 

N. S.. to load lumber for the United 

Kingdom. She was a wooden vessel 

of 447 tons, was built at Apenrade, 
Germany, in 1880, and was owned by 

B. A. Olsen & Son of Lyngoer, Nor- 

way.)
