Vast Territory There.

If the statements®made by Charles 

M. Sedgwick, of London, Iongland, are 

true, there is a chance%of his securing 

for some years the sole right to mine 

or carry on any other enterprise 
in a 

district two hundred miles long by a 

hundred miles in width, in the Terri- 

tory of Alaska. He would come into 

possession, temporarily, of property 

that would bring him In, if properly 

worked, something like two hundred 

million dollars during the next twelve 

vears. His grant includes the exclusive 

right to operate the Treadwell mines 

and the fisheries of south-eastern 

Alaska. 

In 1866 the Russian-American Coni- 

pany, which operated very extensively 

throughout the north-eastern territory. 

granted to John Sedgwick, father of 

the present claimant, a fifty vears’ 

lease to the entire territory from the 

Dixon entrance north to Yakutat, on 

the coast, and inland some seventy-five 

miles. Sedgwick was then mining 

for his own account in Alaska, and 

was supposed to have considerable in- 

fluence with the officials of the Rus- 

gian-American Company. This conces- 

sion was to run for fifty years, with 

the understanding that Sedgewick was 

to do a certain amount of development 

work, and give the company ten i 

cent. royalty. 

Two years ago the elder Sedgwick 

died, and hig son, in going through his 

papers, claims to have discovered a 

document granting his father or his 

heirs the unlimted right to the territory 

mentioned in the deed. Sedgwick 

made an investigation through a Rus- 

slan expert.—San Francisco Chronicle.
