Brilliant Gathering at York Theatre--Able
Addresses Delivered and Splendid Pro-

- gramme (Carried

~ Success in Every Way.

The anniversary of their patron saint"

was observed in true Scottish style last
night by the St, Andrew’s Soclety, and

the celebration was regarded as the;

most successful that the society has
ever carried out. Almost 800 of Scot-
land’s sons and grandsons assembled
to do honor to the land of the heather.
The decorations were lavish, the red
lion of Scotland being much in evidence,
large standards being draped from the
curtain and at the side of the stage,
while around the sides of the gallery
were festoons of blue and white,

This year a change was made in the
arrangements. The programme of
music and addresses was carried out
in the theatre, and afterwards the stage
was used for dancing, as it is a little
larger than the ballroom. The ball-
room was used as a dining room, and
the reception rooms as dressing rooms.

Shortly after seven o’clock, members
of the soclety assembled in one of the
drawing rooms, and the officers elect-
ed at the last annual meeting were in-
stalled by President Macaulay. A few
minutes after eight, the officers with
guests, and headed by the pipers,
marched from the lower room and to
the stage in the theatre. The mull was
duly placed on the table and the pro-
gramme at once begun.

President Macaulay behalf
of the wsociety briefly welcomed
all the guests and expressed the hope
that the enjoyment of the evening
would be as unalloyed as on previous
occasions. Of the soclety itself he
could only say that it is now in a more
prosperous condition than at any time
during the hundred and eight years of
its history. . He thought it worthy of
note that of the past presidents no less
than eight were on the platform with
him, while four others are still mem-
bers of the society, and it is a matter
of gratification that during the
past year the society has lost only
one member by. death, while the new
members who have been received
were more .numerous than in any
other year. The finances, too, are in
a flourishing condition. Again he wel-
comed the friends of the society tothe
celebration of St. Andrew's day.

W. Watson Allen, president of Bt.
George's Society, on behalf of the lat-
ter, desired to convey to St. Andrew’s
the hearty good wishes of their Eng-
lish brethren. Personally he was
greatly pleased to be present on this
occasion, and he could enjoy it too,
for not many generations ago his
forbears luxuriated in oatmeal 'and
haggis, though at a later date they
found a north of Ireland climate more
suited to their constitutions and pota-
toes took the place of oatmeal. @till
later in Fngland the potato in turn
was brushed aside by beefsteak.

Geo. V. McInerney, president of the
Irish Benevolent Society, cordially
thanked the presldeﬁt and officers of
St. Andrew’s Society for the cordial
invitation to be present and he wished
to bring to the Scotchmen the good
wishes of the Irishmen.

“Mr. Allen rather took the wind out
of my salls by saying he had a wee
drop of Scotch in him. I thought that
was a copyrighted phrase of my own.
Mr. Allen also said that when the
Scotchmen went to Ireland they left
the oatmeal and haggis behind them.
He should have added to the list the
shorter cathechism.” A country which
had’ produced Bruce, Wallace, Burns
and Scott need not be ashamed of
anything, for what Burns and Scott
had done in the world of English liter-
ature is enough to bring everlasting
fame on any lanad.

claim a great antiquity, and as far
back as the annals of men go .the
Gaelic people were a noble race. There
was nothing mean or unmanly about
them. Before our early forefathers
found a home in Scotland, or contem-
porary with that period there was a
scattering of the race. In the early
days of European history the Celtic
people occupied a much wider terri-
tory.

There are some who trace the Scot-
tish people and tongue back to the
Garden in Eden, and they tell us that
the Gaelic language was spoken in the
primitive garden. We are told that
when Adam first saw Eve in all her
beauty, fresh from the hand of her
Maker, he addressed her with the well-
known Highland salutation; and. Eve,
with the most graceful and winsome
modesty, made her reply. Although I
have studied some theology and have
tried to solve some problems of -that
science, I have never seriously under-
taken the examination of this claim of
our Scottish lanzuage to such great
antiquity. Perhaps my esteem for the
race to which I belong has prevented
me from doing so. For I remember
that there was a third party in the
garden, the tempter, who had a very
important influence upon the future of
our primitive parents. He seemed to
be thoroughly at home with the lan-
guage of Eden; and if we acknowledge
that our first parents were acquainted
with our ancient Highland language,
we would have also to admit that this
distinguished personage was a Gaelle-
speaking Scotchman. However clare
nish the sons of the heather may be,
we would hesitate about claiming re-
lationship with him.

However, the Celtic race played a
very importaat part in the early his-
tory of many of the countries of
Europe. In almost all the  countries
along the north of the Mediterranean
there are evidences of the place .occu-
pied by this people. In the third cen-
tury B. C. a large detachment of Celts
moved eastward and crossed into Asia
Minor. After half a century of conflict
they settled in the mountainous dis-
tricts of the interior, and their terri-
tory was known as Galatia. Among
them the Apostle Paul preached the
Gospel when, on his first missionary
journey, he visited Antioch, Iconium,
Derbe, and Lystra. To them he ad-
dressed his Epistle to the Galatians.
The Gaelic language was spoken in the
highlands of Galatia for at least two
hundred years after Christ; and it had
therefore maintained itself as a living
language for about five hundred years
after the coming of the Gaels to Asia
Minor.

The first great dispersion of the: Cel-
tic people thus took place before the
Roman Empire rose to a commanding
position in the world The Romans
eventually gained control over all the
nations surrounding the Mediterranean,
and the detached Galatians were grad-
ually absorbed and lost their identity
as a separate people. In the west of
Europe they were also overcome by the
Romans, although the Picts and the
Scots of the north made the lot of the
conquerors much harder in Britain,

The great dispersion with which we
are most concerned is that which has
taken place in the colonial period of
the last two centuries. In fact, the
nineteenth century has been particu-
larly the period when many of our
people have gone abroad to find new
homes for themselves. The TUnited
States, Canada, Australia, New Zea-
land and South Africa have received
large numbers of our brethren; and
they have risen to eminence wherever
they have gone. Lord Selkirk's ships
brought these interesting people to |
Cape Breton; and when the Sutherland
clearances took place thousands of
families came to the new world and be-
gan life in those pioneer days. .

A recitation by Mr, Ballentyne fol-
lowed, delivered in a manner which
could not but appeal to the feelings of
all of Scottish hlood. D. B. Pidgeon’s
fine baritone was especially suited to
the rendition of Bonnie Dundee, and
he was compelled to respond to an en-
core, choosing as his second selection
Bonnie Doon.

Mrs. Spencer was, as usual, a great
favorite, and her solo, Mary of Argyle,
was very sweetly sung. As an encore
Mrs. Spencer gave Annie Laurie.

The last number on the programme,
but by no means the least enjoyable,
was the song by Thomas White.

BISHOP SCANNELL
TAKES STRONG AGTION

And Declares Excommunicated Catho-

lics Who Attended Wedding of
Divorced Congressmane

OMAHA, Nov. 30.—Right Rev. Bish-
op Richard Scannell of the Nebraska
biocese of the Catholic church has de-
clared excommunicated ipso facto all
members of the Catholic church who
participated in the wedding of Con-
gressman Kennedy and Miss Pritchett
on Monday. There were a number of
prominent Catholics present, including
Mrs. Edward Cudahy, wife of the pack-
ing house magnate; Miss Mae Hamil-
ton, whose individual fortune is rated
at over a million, was one of the brides-
maids.

Congressman: Kennedy has a divore-
ed wife living, and for that reason the
bishop ‘issued last Sunday a pastoral
forbidding all Catholics to participate
in the ceremony. The bishop today de-
clared excommunicated all members of
his church who attended the wedding.
The ceremony was conducted by Dr.
E. H. Jenks, pastor of the First Pres-
byterian church, of which Congress-
man Kennedy is a prominent member.
The bride of Congressman Kennedy,
who is a daughter of Mr. and Mrs.
George E, Pritchett, prominent mem-
bers of Omaha society, is a member of
the Episcopal church. None of the
members of either Mr, Kennedy’s fam-
ily or hig bride's family is a Catholic.
Mr. Kennedy’s divorced wife is a Chris-
tian Scientist.

Bishop Scannell today talked freely
of his action. He said that he would
take steps in the matter, declaring
that the Catholics who participated in
the wedding ceremony and also those
who attended the reception following
were equally culpable, and said that
they had excommunicated themselves
by their action in the face of the warn-
ing issued by himself last Sunday,
