Few cigar smokers are aware that all
cigars‘ are named according to their
color and shape. A dead black cigar,
for instance, is an “oscuro,” a very
dark brown one is a ‘“colorago,” a me-
dium brown is a ‘“colorado claro” and
a yellowish light brown is a ‘‘claro.”

Most smokers know the names of the
shades from “claro” to “colorads,” and ;
that is as far as most of them need to |
know. As to the shapes a “napoleon” |
is the biggest of all cigars—it is se\'é'n;
inches long; a “perfecto’” swells in the
middle and tapers down to a very small |
head at the lighting end; a “pantela” |
is a thin straight up and down cigar, !

fat, and a “londres” is shaped like al
