STRANGE FUNERAL 
IN PHILADELPHIA 

Huge Mass of Steel With Bodies of 

Workmen Buried Yesterday. 

PHILADELPHIA, Nov. 19.—A fu- 

neral without a parallel in this city 

took place today at the Midvale Steel 

Works, where a forty ton ingot of steely 

permeated with the flesh, bloc” and 

bones of two workmen was 
with the solemnh\rites of the lloman 

Catholic church. The workmen who 

were so strangely laid away were John 

Forkin and Joseph Gasda, two labor- 

ers who met a horrible death a week 
ago. They were in a pit near a cupola 

containing many tons of molten steel. 

A plug gave way and 80,000 pounds of 

the fiery liquid poured from the cupola 

and overwhelmed them. The men 

were completely incinerated and not a 

trace of themselves or their clothing 

was left. 
The Midvale Steel Company wae 

averse to selling the steel or using it 

for the purpose it was intended, and 

it was decided to bury it with the rites 
of the church to which the unfortun- 

ate men belonged. Accordingly the 

feérty ton ingot, oval in shape, 28 feet 

long, six feet wide and five feet thick, 

was moved last week by a travelling 

crane to the rear of the machine shop, 

where a grave ten feet deep had been 

made; The great mass of metal was 

laid in the hole and a platform built 
over it so that the burial services 

would be better performed. In the 

centre of the platform was an opening 

six feet in diameter. A great crowd 
sought admission to the works today, 

but only the two sisters of Gazda, who 
depended upon him for support, and 

about 100 workmen who were on Sun- 
day duty were permitted to attend the 

services along with the officials of the 
company. Forkin had no relatives in 

this country. The grave of the men 

will be appropriately marked by the 

company.

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THIRTY-NINE BURNED 10 

DEATH IN GLASGOW FIRE, 
Se 

And Many More Were Injured in One of 

the Most Revolting Conflagrations in 

Great Britain For Years. 
RWW 

GLASGOW, Nov. 19.—The most ter-; 

rible fire that has occurred in Great 

Britain for many years broke out 
here 

this morning in & cheap lodging ho
use ! 

for men in Watson stret, and
 resulted | 

in the loss of thirty-nine live
s and the 

severe injury of many others. 

The flames were first noticed at 6 

o'clock this morning on the fourth 

floor of the building, which w
as occu- 

pied by 330 men. An alarm 
was raised 

and the firemen were spe
edily in at- 

tendance, but flandes and s
moke were 

then issuing from most of the
 windows 

on the fourth floor. An extraordinary | 

scene was created by a proce
ssion of 

almost naked men issuing from the | 

door of the building, and against 
their 

frantic efforts to escape the firemen 

had actually to fight for admission. 

Reaching the upper floor the firemen
 

found that the narrow passages 
were 

becoming congested with men who 

dropped to the floor overcome by 

smoke. 

Fortunafely the fire was confined to 

the fourth floor, and as soon as the 

firemen were able to get to work it 

was speedily extinguished. The flame
s 

had been fed by the wooden partitions 

of the cubicles, whiéh threw oft vol- 

umes of smoke, resulting in the suf- 

focation of the inmates. Many on be- 

ing brought to the street rallied in a 

few minutes, but others had to be 
taken to the hospitals. 
The dead were mostly workmen in 

the prime of life. They presented 2 
horrible spectacle, their blackened 

faces bearing evidence of terrible 
struggles to escape. 
Many men were sleeping in the attic 

floor above the burning fourth floor 

and these had narrow escapes, The 
flames burst through the floor and it 
was impossible for the men to descend. 
The windows were securely fastened 

and the men had to break them so that 
they could climb through to neighbor- 

ing roofs. 
By ten o'clock a search of the build- 

ing was made and a complete list of the 
victims obtained, which showed that 
thirty-nine were dead and thirty-two 
injured. : ; 

It appears to be the custom of these 
lodgers to sleep in a nude condition and 
the march of the survivors to the 
police station was a fantastic one. 
Some had snatched the covers of the 
beds and others their trousers, while 
many wore nothing. The local auth- 
orities had to be called upon to supply 
the men with clothing and warm 

meals. Owing to their migratory habits 

and the absence of permanent homes, 

many of the dead will never be iden- 
tified. The identification of others is 
rendered dificult by the absence of 
clothing.

FREDERICTON, Nov. 18.—A well 

known lumberman returned last eve

Good 

men, for what are known as the “long 

routes,” have been secured for $26 and 

$28 per month, while in some cases 

they have been paid as high as $30 and 

$32. Cooks are drawing from $40 to $45 

per month. Men have not been procur- 

able of late unless from $28 to $30 per 

month is paid. 

Word comes from up river that the 

men are getting what might be called 

somewhat ‘“bumptious.’” They want 

fcur meals per day in some of the 

camps which have always had the re- 

pute of feeding well, and in some cases 

refuse to continue work unless they 

get the four meals as per request. 

Eleven men left one camp one day 

recently because they could not get the 

four meals per day. Some camps on 

the Miramiehi- are supposed to be giv- 

ing four meals per day to their men. 

Concerning . the operations which 

have been looked after for so long by 

the late William H, Murray, it is gen- 

erally understonrd that the executors 

will continue the operations precisely 

as he had them mapped out.

The Clifton, with considerable freight 

on board, made her trip from St. John 

on Saturday, but on.reaching McCor- 

mack’s, on account of the storm and 

the darkness of the night, the captain 

decided not to attempt the narrow and 

torturous channel above until the 

morning. Accordingly the boat was 

made fast for the night, and all hands 

turned in. 
Shortly after three o'clock yesterday 

morning Captain Mabee was awaken- 

ed by a difficulty in breathing and 

found his stateroom full of smoke. He 
hastily got into a portion of his cloth- 

ing and started to search for the 

cause. 
He discovered that a fire had start- 

ed in the vicinity of the boiler and ex- 

tended to the engine room, the flames 

taking hold upon the lighter parts of 

the woodwork. He at once arouszd 
the crew, and all hands set to work to 

extinguish the fire, but epeedily found 
that all their efforts woul\ be unavail- 

ing in that direction so turned to save 

as much of the freight as could be 

readily got at. 
Fanned by the raging winds the 

flames made short work with the up- 
per ‘works, and the heat was so great 

that the mooring lines were burned off 

while yet only a small part of the 

freight had been landed. 
One man in trying to save one of the 

small boats fell overboard and time 
was spent in fishing him out of the icy 
water and bringing him safe to land. 
Meantime the boat was adrift and 

another member of the crew was com- 

pelled to jump overboard and swim 

ashore. 
Driven by the high wind, the burning 

vessel drifted across the river and ran 
aground on Gondola Point, 
It was intended to lay the steamer up 

for the winter after Monday's return 
trip to St. John, and to. proceed with 
the fitting of the new boat, the Hamp- 

ton, so as to put her on the route next 

spring. The latter boat will probably 

be taken down river today to receive 
her engines and final finishing. 

The Clifton was not intended to run 

any more under the management of her 

present owners. She was owned by 

the Hampton Steamship Company, of 

which Capt. Arnold T. Mabee is man- 

aging director. The Clifton was about 

twenty years old, and was valued at 

only a few thousand dollars. She was 

built at Hampton in 1886, her measure- 

ments being : Length, 91 feet; beam, 18 

treet, and draught, 4 feet 4 inches. Her 

gross tonnage was 188; registered, 87.
