Another trust which is now 

being investigated is the Master Plum- 

bers’ Association, of Toronto and 

Hamilton, which union will probably 

be ended by these proceedings. The 

members are to be tried before a jury 

and are liable to be sent to the peni- 

tentiary. The question as to whether 

or not any such trust existed here was
 

made the subject of inquiry by a Star 

reporter yesterday. 

A number of plumbers were seen who 

stated emphatically that no such com- 

bine exists here. So far as could be 

learned there never was an organiza- 

tion here which attempted to control 

prices and the business generally. At 

least if any such union was formed its 

work was fruitless. Two or three years 

ago there existed an association which 

attempted to keep the trade in proper 

channels but mo attempt was made to 

control the prices. 

Peter Campbell, one of the best known 

master plumbers and dealers in plumb- 

ers’ supplies discussed ‘the situation 

with a Star reporter. In his opinion, 

the Ontario association in its inception 

served a good purpose but if after- 

wards abused its privileges. 

It would be much against public pol- 

icy, said Mr. Campbell, if dealers in 

plumbers’ supplies should sell indis-~ 

criminately to all who may wish to 

buy from them. The board of health, 
in almost every place, has regulations 

to the effect that all new plumbing 

must be inspected by them. “How, 

then,” said Mr. Campbell, “is the board 

of health to know about the new 

plumbing arrangements if the work in- 

stead of being done by some establish- 

ed plumbers is done by some carpenter 

or mason in his spare time?” 

Have you then refused to make 

sales on this account? 

“Yes,” said Mr. Campbell, “from time 

to time people have come in my store 

to buy plumbing goods, saying that 

they intended to put them ‘in them- 

selves and I have refused to make the 

sale.” ’ 
Mr. Campbell said that there is a 

penalty for putting in new plumbing 

without the authority of the board of 

health, but if any one is allowed to do 

the work not only will the work be 

likely to be done unknown to the board 
but even should they find it out, the 

workman would not be likely to be in 

the financial situation to pay fines and 

85 no one could be held responsible for | 

the work being done right. 

“We need a’ law,” said Mr. Campbell, 

“that all who are in the plumbing busi- 

ness should pass an examination. Such 

a law is in force in Halifax. The safety 

of the public is dependent upon the 

work being done and the inspection 

| cannot be too severe.” 
“While,” sald Mr. Campbell, “the 

Ontario Plumbers’ Association only 

kept out inferior workmen and regu- 
lated the trade, very little objection 

could be taken but now the matter 

in Ontario has been carried to excess 
as they have attempted to (illegally 

raise prices and to make arrangements 

with the wholesale trade to sell only to 

plumbers who are members of their 

union.” 

PROTEST AGAINST ABSURD 
FERRY MANAGEMENT, 

! West St. John, Dec. 8. 

To the Editor of the Star: 

Sir,—I wish through the medium of 
your paper to make a protest against 

the absurd practice now in use of keep- 

ing the gates closed between the ferry 

toll house and the floats. In former 
times, before this was done, foot pas- 

sengers were able to walk down the 

floats before the teams were coming off 

the boat, and were not obliged to dodge 

| between the heads of the horses going 
down the fioats and those coming up, 

as they now have to, as these gates 

are kept closed until passengers and 

teams begin to leave the ferryboat. 

Then let me ask, .why, in the name 

of common sense, are the gates closed 

again so soon, before the boat leaves 

| the floats, thus penning people in who 
otherwise might easily catch the ferry. 

Yesterday afternoon the writer hurried 

to catch a certain trip of the boat, and 

should have had plenty of time but 

that the gate was fastened fully two 

minutes before the boat left. This is a 

common occurrence, to judge from the 

complaints heard from all sides, and it 

seems to me that somsthing could be 
done to prevent it.
