GITY WATER SUPPLY 

IS STILL POLUTTED. 

Filth of All Kinds Flow- 

ing From the Loch 

Lomond Works to 

the City Reservoir--- 
Dagoes Defile Waters 
—————e 

Is our city supply of water still be- 

ing polluted? This is a question which 

is. troubling the minds of a good many 
of our citizens, and the answer is un- 

doubtedly in the affirmative. 
Conditions are perhaps not as bad as 

they were before the closing of the 

sluice leading from Lake Lattimer to 

the reservoir. This artificial brook of 
our water supply crossed and recross- 
ed the work on No. 1 and 2 sections of 
the water works extension a dozen 

times, and the water from its trenches 

was thrown by a dozen pumps into the 

city aqueduct, ‘until every hundred 

yards the water could be seen to have 

taken a darker hue, until at last it 

slopped into the reservoir, a semi-solid 

mass. In the trenches were working a 

hundred or so dagoes who tramped 

around in‘'dirty rubber boots, spat into 

the current clots of tobacco and defiled 

it in innumerable ways. Not only this, 
but the stream flowed through the dry 

lake, coated with green living and de- 

caying matters and picking up clods 

also of its slimy substances. 

But the heavy rains came and the 

aqueduct was closed off and it was 
about this time that the citizens began 
to complain about the water and its 
color;~ The brown hue which has been 

prevalent since the heavy rains is, how- 

ever, principally due to sediment 

which was washed down by the rain. 

But the city water is still defiled. 
Hundreds of men of Italian and other 
European nationalities are now at 

work on section 1, making the connec- 
tion between the wood stave pipe and 

the reservoir, and their camps are 

along the very streams which now sup- 

ply the reservoir, and notwithstanding 

they continually and filthily pollute the 

water ‘we have to drink. 
It is useless to talk about running 

water purifying itself. This axiom ap- 

plys to the natural brook, which rip- 

pling along its course flows over the 
clean sands and dashes and falls 

against rock obstructions, and not to 

the steady quiet flow through the iron 

mains. 
Supt. Murdoch was seen last night 

by the Star, and expressed the opinion 

that conditions were regrettable, Care- 

taker Duffy was doing his best to pre- 
vent the defiling of the water, but with 
hundreds of these foreigners, most of 
whom were not of the cleanest habits, 

he had a very knotty problem to solve. 

It was only last week, he said, after a 

prolonged effort that he had accommo- 

dations put in for the use of the labor- 
ers. 
With so many cases of sickness in 

the ofty, and especially such a large 

number of typhoid cases, it is up to the 
city to leave no steps unturned to keep 

the water pure. But there are a lot of 
people who agree with a prominent 

city official when he said the other day 

that he would not drink water again 

“while there was one of those d—d da- 
goes within ten miles of the works.” 

BARON KOMURA BETTER. 

NEW YORK, Sept. 23,—The condition 
of Baron Komura was reported tonight 

to be greatly improved. His physi- 
cians are confident of his early recov- 

ery, and hope that he will be able to 
leave for Britisk Columbia on Wednes- 

day, Sept. 27. The baron and his party 

will remain in Vancouver until October 
7, when they will sail for Japan on the 

steamship Empress of India. 

DR. HARPER'S DEATH FEARED 

CHICAGO, II, Thursday.—Although 

the attending physicians do not admit 

it, there are persistent rumors in Uni- 

versity of Chicago circles that Dr. Wil- 

liam H. Harper has suffered a serious 

relapse. Members of the family are 

hastening to Chicago, and the gravest 

fears are felt in the university over the 

turn of affairs since the return of Dr.

LONDON, Sept. 25.—Great Britain, 

like the United States, hag its George 

Witzkoff,- the man charged with mar- 

rying, robbing and deserting many 

wives, and who is said to have formed 

a syndicate for:.the purpose of carrying 

out his matrimonial plans.

lives. The danger of a conflagration 

was considerable and for a time t
