CIRCULATION. 

The word “elroulation,” as used by 

newspapers, is a very elastic one. 

On every modern newspaper press 

there is a mechanism which registers 

the number of papers printed. The 

figures shown on this at the close of 

the day's run are quoted by many pa- 

pers—and by some in this city—as their 

“circulation.” 

Now every day in every newspaper 

office there are some papers spoiled in 

the press and some more left over un- 

sold and undistributed. As these do 

not go outside the office and meet the 

eyes of nobody save the employe whose 

duty it is to handle them, is is plain 
that they should not Be counted as part 

of the day's “circulation’’—which should 

mean the papers actually circulated 

among the reading public, and should 

not even be considered when a journal 

refers to “its issue last evening.” ‘Is- 

sue’ should mean the number of papers 

sent out-of the office, but the ordinary 

journal uses that word to denote the 

total number of papers printed. And 

some—even in this city—are not above 

the trick of printing daily several hun- 

dred more papers than they know they 

will sell, simply to be able to claim 

that their ‘issue of yesterday” was a 
certain figure, or that their ‘average 

circulation” is thus and so. 
The Star is the only paper in this 

city that has published statements of 
its actual circulation, deducting all 

spoiled or unsold papers and counting 

only those which have actually been 

placed before readers.

AN INEFFECTUAL REFORM. 

Even if the ig the new Russian 

house of assembly, were to have any 

governmental power—which it will 

not, its functions being purely advisory

machinery. A study of the new elec- 

toral system discloses that the pea- 

sants are morally certain to return 

150 of the 412 members of the Duma 

from the 51 provinces hitherto includ- 

ed in the plan, and are likely to have 

225. This result would be regarded as 

a triumph for the masses if it were 

not feared that the police and other 

local representatives of the Govern- 

ment will dictate the elections. It is 

notorious ‘that the cantonal chiefs 

have arbitrary power over the cantons 

which hold the primary elections. They 

may impose fines and sentences of ar- 

rest without appeal. -The Minister of 

the Interior has published a circular 

purporting to curtail the powers of the 

village autocrats, and the Nationalist 

press explains that this is to prevent 
them from interfering with the can- 

tonal elections, but the utterances of 

the Liberal papers show that little 

credence is placed in the good faith of 

these promises. It is apparent that the 

new body will probably be but a fee- 

ble tool in the hands of the bureau- 
cracy and will owe ite only value as 

an instrument of reform to the fact 
that it will contain a few good men to 

whom it will give opportunity to place 

their views before the Czar and the 
public.

ALIEN LAW BARBARITIES, 

More than once & twice this news- 

paper has chronicled outrages perpe- 

trated by American officials whose 

duty it is to guard the land of the 

free, at this inlet, from undesirable 

immigrants. But nothing which has oc- 

curred here can compare in unreason- 

ing brutality with some recent inci- 

dents in the enforcement of the im- 

migration laws at New York which 

have aroused the severe censure of 

leading American journals. 

Today's edition of Collier's Weekly 

quotes some notable instances of the 

callous stupidity of these officials, In 

one case a man who had lived in the 

United States for thirty-two years and 

had voted in presidential elections, 

wag returning from a visit to Ger- 

many and because he could not show 

his naturalization papers and was over 

the age limit was summarily deported, 

though he was well-to-do and had with 

him $1,168.20 in cash. 

On the same ship was a butcher 

fifty-five years old, who asserted that 

he had been in business in New York 

for tén years. He came back last May 

and was deported on account of a 

growth in his neck. That, he declared, 

was cured after his enforced return to 

Germany, but when he returned the 

officials were ready for him again. 

This time they desided to deport him 

on the ground that the United States 

had no use for a man fifty-five years 

old. 

On August 29th, a woman was de- 

ported with a baby, an American citi- 

zen, born that very day. She had a 

home in New York, where she had 

lived for fourteen months with her 

husband, who was earning a comfort- 

able livelihood. Her mind had been 

temporarily affected by the strain of 

approaching childbirth, and she had 

been sent to Bellevue, whence she had 

been transferred to Ward's Island, and 

registered as a public charge, in spite 

of her hushand’s protest, and his offer 

to give a bond for her support in a 
private asylum. She recovered her rea- 

son as soon as her ‘baby was born, but 

her home was broken up and she was 

shipped abroad in a condition that 

threatened her life along with the boy 

whose birth made him eligible to the 

Presidency of the United States. 

It is atrocities like this, says Colli- 

ers, which have no relation with the 

original purpose of the immigration 
laws, which give foreigners the im- 

pression that the United States is in- 
habited by savages.

NO FEVER HERB,

The Globe observes that ‘“‘the reflect- 

“ing citizen must surely have noted 

“that the city has gained nothing by 

‘ feverish haste in any of its under- 

‘“ takings; but that such have often 

“resulted most unsatisfactorily.” 

It would not be easy for the reflect- 

ing citizen to point to many instances 

of feverish haste in carrying on the 

public undertakings of the city of St. 

John. In the work of increasing harbor 

accommodation the symptoms of fever 

are not manifest to any considerable 

extent. We have not observed any 

dangerous display of impetuosity in 

the amendment of the assessment law, 

except on occasions when private cor- 

porations had interests at stake. The 
extension of the water service to Loch 

Lomond, recommended a quarter of a 

century ago, will probably be complet- 

ed before long, after a reasonable 

period of reflection and strong press- 

ure by insurance companies. We have 

a new ferry boat, but that business 

was not rushed through at much more 

than lightning speed. There is no dan- 
ger of the spontaneous combustion of 

city hall through the feverish inten- 
sity of the proceedings in reference to 

west side lighting. If the city has 

gained nothing by the feverish haste 

of its government it had lost nothing.
