Marvellous Discovery of a 
British Miller. 

BE 

New Process Saves All That Is Good in 

Wheat and Reduces the Cost 

-of Flour by Half. 

(Special to the Star.) 
LONDON, Oct, 7.—The Apostoloft 

system ‘of bread making contihues to 

attract attention throughout the Unit- 

ed Kingdom, the claim being that in 

the light of more recent discoveries the 

price of the quartern loaf will be re- 
duced from six pence to three pence. 

Mr. Apostoloff claims that owing to a 
remarkable process 8f milling that it 
will soon be possible for bakers to con- 

vert wheat into bread within the space 
of three hours, and that the bread ean 
be sold at a handsome profit at a re- 

duction to one-half of its present price. 

This startling development will be 
brought about by next Christmas, he 

says. 
Mr. Apostoloff states that not only 

will the miller’s fee be sdved, but that 

the output of loaves will be increased 

from twelve to twenty per cent. One 
of the inventor's mills is in Upper 

Thames street, and although of small 

size the utility of the mill is enorm- 

ous; 
It swallows the wheat grains and 

ejects from three chutes flour, middlings 

and husks orbran. The bran is packed 
away for farmyard use, the flour goes 

into the bakehouse receptacle while 

the middlings are not handed over to 

the glutten buyer as has hitherto been 

the case. They are passed through 
troughs of tepid water, where they ate 

so treated that nine-tenths of their 

substance remain in solution. 
Mr. Apostoloff in securing this nine- 

tenths of the “mid@lings” tq the baker, 
and through the baker to the consum- 

er, states that he has achieved that 

which millers and bakers have been en- 

deavoring in vain to bring about for 

centuries. v 
And ont only that, but at one stroke, 

while compelling the wheat grain to 

yield up its nutritient qualities to the 

last atom he would appear to have 

abolished the middleman miller, and to 
have rendered flour-blending a work of 

superarogation, for it is declared that 

by the new method of breat-making by 
far the best bread will be procurable 

from home grown grain. 
When he announced his discovery to 

the National Association ofs Master 

Bakers and Confectioners, Mr. Aposto- 

loff was challenged to a demonstration 

of his machinery. He accepted the 

challenge, and it is reported that he has 

slready demonstrated that the new pro- 

cess is capable of doing all that he has 

claimed for it. 
Already a new plant is being set up 

in Birmingham for a daily production 

of six tons of bread. 

FIELDING GLAIMS SURPLUS 

BUT INCREASES DEBT. 
PE 

Says He Received $8,000,000 More Than 

He Spent, But National Debt is 

Over $5,000,000 Greater 

OTTAWA, Oct. 6.—Mr. Fielding re- 

ports that the Canadian surplus on or- 

dinary account for the last fiscal year, 

was $7,871,320. This is shown by the 

financial statement for 1904-5, / which 

was issued today. It is a little below 

the estimate made by Hon. Mr. Field- 

ing in his budget speech, when he pre- 

dicted a surplus of about $9,000,000. 

The revenue last year was $71,180,626; . 

which is half a million greater than the 

amount collected the year. before. 

Fon. Mr. Fielding estimated the prob- 

able revenue at $71,,250,000. The ex- 

penditure during the year was $63,309,- 

305 against an estimate in the budget 

speech of $62,250,000 and an expenditure 

in the previous year of $55,612,832. 

The expenditure on capital account 

amounted to $15,441,403, which is $4,392,- 

20) more than the previous year. Mr. 

Fielding’s estimate was for a capital 

expenditure of $12,500,000. 

The debt is increased $5,349,113 against 

an estimate of $1,250,000. 
The customs revenue showed an in- 

crease of $731,037; post office an increase 

of $473,047; public works, an increase 

of $422,123. Excise collections declined 
to the extent of $372,223 and the miscel- 
leneous account declined $743,166. 

The principal items of increase in ex- 

penditure on capital account are public 

works, railways and canals, $9,840,028, 

an increase of $4,007,075; bounties, $2,- 

234,685, an increase of $1,104,643. 

For railway subsidies the amount 

pid was $1,275,629, or $771,248 less than 

the year previous.
