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CANADIAN MANUFACTURERS,

ST

Canadian manufacturers are com-
mencing an energetic campaign for the
purpose of securing skilled laborers to
overcome the prevailing scarcity. Al-
though certain of the labor unions in
Canada may offer some objection to
this course the manufacturers will be
generally supported by the public who
realize that progress is retarded by the
lack of qualified workmen, This con-
dition is most keenly felt in the east,
and is due both to the steadily increas-
ing demand for labor and to the exodus
to westerr Canada. In th: Sydney, C.
B., district, where the output of the
mines and steel works had been reduc-
ed by lack of men, it was not a very
cheerful sight to see taree hundred
miners leaving for the west. In Prince
Edward Island, and along the lines of
the C. P. R. in New Brunswick, farm-
ers gathered at the different stations
and vainly offered as high as two dol-
lars a day and-board to men who would
stay and help them with the crops.
There are few of the harvesters who
will earn as much as that in the west,
but they could not be persuaded to
stay at home. This rush from the east
is having a most serious effect upon
manufactures generally, and theére cgn
be no doubt that the west is prosper-
ing chiefly at the expense of the older
provinces. The Canadian manufacturers
will have widespread suppbrt in their
efforts to counteract this loss.

But there is another question of pol-
fcy upon which such unanimity of
opinion ~will' not be expressed. The
manufacturers realize that on aecount
of the Grand Trunk Pacific construc-
tion, the government is now a large
importer. They desire that an arrange-
ment shall be made whereby whenever
Canadian products are offered at a
lower price than British products with
duty. added, the government shall pat-
ronize the home market. Moderate pro-
tection is a blessing to Canada, but this

good thing. Suppose for example that
certain material for construetion costs
in England one hundred dollars, The
duty would bring it up to one hundred
and twenty-five dollars. But as the
government by purchasing from Eng-
land would simply pay the duty from
itself to itself, the cost would be only
the original hundred dbliars, Now the
manufacturers fail to see the wisdom
of this. They say that whenever their
price for the same material is- one
hundred and twenty-four dollars and
fifty cents, the government should buy
from them. This of course would mean
at the outset a ¢lear loss to the public
treasury of twenty-four and a half dol-
lars. But in all likelihood it would
mean more, for if the material in ques-
tion were structural steel the govern-
ment would also pay ten dollars
in bounties. :

There is no good reason why any
such agreement should be made with
the manufacturers, though rrotection
in its very principle would compel the
government to patronize home produ-
cers if the difference in prices was not
excessive, Generally speaking increas-
ed production of any commodity ‘tends
to lessen the cost, and more than that
it adds greatly to commcreial prosper-
ity. It is better for a company to man-
ufacture ten million tons of steel rails
at thirty dollars, than half a milllon
tons at fifty dollars per ton; better for
the company and better for the coun-
try. But this desirable end should be
reached through prudent and fair ac-
tion.. The government has a right to
encourage all irdustries in a manner
which is just to the people as a whole.
It has no right to make the public in
general suffer in order that any one
industry may prosper. Abraham Lin-
coln when speaking in support of high
protection in building up the steel in-
dustry said: “When we buy ralls in
foreign countries we get the rails and
the foreigners get the money. When we
buy the rails in our own country, we
have both the rails and the money.”
This is all very true and the same ap-
plies to dealings between Canada and
England, but it must be added that
when we buy rails in England we get
good value for our money and when we
buy in Canada we get value for only
part of it. The remainder i{s a contribu-
tion towards the upbuilding of the
manufacturing plants, and while the
principle involved is a good one, it
should not be stretched too far,

DON HANSON DROWNED
NEAR ST. STEPHEN

Boat Capsized—His Companions Were
Rescued—The Body Recovered.

ST. STEPHEN, Aug. 9.—While out
sailing about 8 o’clock this evening off
De Monts Island, six miles down the
St, Croix river, Don Hanson, only son
of Geo. M. Hanson, ex-mayor of Calais,
was drowned by the capsizing of the
boat. The two other occupants, Wm.
A. Murchie and C. C, Whitlock, were
saved.

Hanson’s body was recovered about
twenty minutes after the accident, but
all efforts at resuscitation proved un-
availing.

The entire community has been sad-
dened by the fatality, which occurred
off De Monts where a number of prom-
inent Calais families have summer cot-
tages. Mr. Murchie, who is a senior
member of the firm of James Murchie
& Sons Company, Ltd., lumber dealers,
Mr. Whitlock, a prominent Calais gro-
cer, and Mr. Hanson were in a boat
when it suddenly capsized. Mr., Whit-
lock, it seems, was the only one of the
party who could swim, and through
his efforts Mr. Murchie was taken
ashore. though both were in an ex-
hausted condition:

Mr. Hanson, who was 24 years of age,
was drowned in the Shallows, his body
being recovered ahout twenty minutes
later.

Physicians were hastily summoned
from Calais and at 11.30 p. m. Drs.
Black, Miner and Mason were still en-
deavoring to restore life but it was
feared there was no likelihood of suc-
cess,

Mr. Hanson, who was an only son,
was a student at Dartmouth, and a fine
manly young {#ellow. He was very
popular among a large circle of friends.
His father, who was mayor of Calais
last year, and is leading lawyer and
politician, together with his mother
and three sisters, survive.
