NEW MOUNTAIN LINE 

IN AUSTRIAN ALPS 
rm—— 

FortyElght Tumels and 727 Bridges in 
Railway of About 130 Miles. 

VIENNA, Aug. 5.—A most interesting 

mountain railway was inaugurated to- 

day in Austria. It runs through Car- 

inthia and Carioli to Trieste harbor, 

showing all along its way (207 kilo- 
metres) the finest of Alpine scenery, be- 

sides illustrating the wonders of modern 

engineering. 

There are no fewer than forty-eight 
tunnels, 678 small and forty-nine large 

bridges, as well as innumerable via- 

ducts and safety galleries, The bridges 

are all of stone, and one of them, the 

Salcano bridge, over the Tsonzo river, 

has an arch of elght-five metres, the 
widest span of a railway bridge in the 

world. 

The line inaugurated today forms the 

last link of the great State Railway 
line to be opened in 1908, which will 

‘lead from Gastina to Trieste, over the 
Tauern and Karavanken mountains, 

and is intended to connect southern 

Germany with the Adriatic.

Little has been heard of Maxim 

Gorky during the last few weeks. 

Since he, disgusted with the treatment 

he received in New York, retired to the 

mountains with his wife, the newspa- 

pers have not kept him so constantly 

in the public eye. But Gor, ot the 

kind of man to remain ent long. He 

has been thinking a gréat deal. From 

away up in the Adirondacks he has is- 

sued an address to the people of Amer- 

ica, asking them, as Christian citizens 

who wish to find for themselves the 

consciousness of their own significance 

in the world, the proud justification .of 

their own lives, to help Russia. The 

duty of mankind Gorky says is to help 

mankind and the duty of the American 

people is to help the unfortunate Rus- 

sians to free their country from the 

parasites which suck its life blood. 

The Czar, he points out, hds dispersed 

the Duma. This small man, trembling 

on his throne-for his life and power 

like an aspen leaf, has with one stroke 

of the pen, with a convulsive movement 

of his hand, destroyed all semblance 

of law in Russia, and called into life a 
new series of murders, robberies and 

outrages. Nothing but a policy of 

brutal and bestial reprisals can result. 

Continuing Gorky says:— 

“The black, bloodsoaked wings of 

death will flutter over the country for 

months. The exhausted earth will 

swallow thousands of corpses of men 

whose only crime was the desire to live 
a human life. i 

“Many women and children will per- 

ish from bullets, swords and clubs, 

Many crying outrages will be perpe- 

trated. 

“The world will be seized with hor- 
ror and indignation, 

“Here and there public meetings will 

be held at which the speakers will elo- 
quently denounce the Czar and his 

band of\savages. 

“The speakers will ‘be rewarded by 
applause and the public will leave the 

meetings in the proud conviction that 
they have responded to the call of the 

unfortunate people of a foreign land 

and thus discharged their duty to hu- 

manity. 
“At the same time the blood of the 

Russians will flow in wide streams, 

“Are we civilized or are we not?” 

“I think we are not. We only pretend 

to love life and mankind, to respect the 

law and to abhor criminals. 

“If my neighbors assault and torture 
human beings in their house and I hear 

the groans of the victims, and though 

I pity then I do not run to their aid— 

am I a civilized person? 

“If I live in a town where countless 
murders, robberies and outrages occur 

every day, and I am familiar with 

those occurrences but do nothing te 

prevent the robberies and to stamp 

out the crimes—am I a civilized per- 
son? 

“If on the earth on which I live and 
rear my children such deeds of horror 

and lawlessness are enacted as in Rus- 

sia apd Turkey, and I, while condemn- 

ing these acts, console myself with the 

thought that in my country life is eas- 

ier, safer and better, and, thus consol- 

ed, live satisfied in my hole—am I truly 

a civilized person? 

" “People whose hearts are devoid of 
the consciousness of the brotherhood of 

nations are not civilized—they are still 

savages. 

“People who live quietly when every- 
thing around them is soaked in blood. 

strangled in Violence, are not civilized 

—they are simply satiated animals. 

“people who have children and allow 

them to grow up amid vile anarchy and 

lawlessness and to poison their hearts 

with the sight of all the corruption 

which deforms the world—no, such 
people are not civilized. 

“The world is for all, and everybody 

has a right to its joys. 

“Are there in this country living 

men, and will they hear me?”
