Police Believe Bndu Found Near Ilsslnlng
is That of Victim of talian Band

OSSINING, N. Y., Aug. 6.—That the
boy whose body was found in an old
orchard near this place on Saturday
was the victim of a band of Italians
who after abducting him and failing
to receive a ransom for his return
killed him is the belief of the police and
Coroner who have charge of the case.

Word has been sent to every police
department in the United States asking
for information of children who are
missing and who may have been kid-
napped. Acording to Dr, J. F. Schas-
meister, who performed.-an autopsy on
Saturday the boy had been dead at
least six.weeks. Owing to the condi-
tion of the body it was impeossible to
determine how the boy met his death.

the head was severed before the body
was placed where it was. found.

As near as he can judge, Dr. Schas-
meister says the boy was about four-
teen years old and had dark hair.
The clothing found on the  body
was of excellent material. There was
no coat or hat found and there was no-
thing in the trousers pockets which
would lead to identification., The kid-
napping theory is borne out by the fact
that whoever placed the body in the
spot where it was found must have
been thoroughly familiar with the lo-
cality. The place is about a quarter
of a mile off Highland avenue, the
main thoroughfare, and about 150 feet

/ from Havel street, an old road, which

is seldom used. The body was lying in
a clump of briar bushes and was cov-
ered by an .old shawl, such as are used
by Italian women. The old orchard is
on the estate of Mrs. Josephine Y. Bir-
ney, moather-in-law of De Lancey Nicoll
of New York.

SAYS JAIL COSTS
THAW $1a0 OHLY

PITTSBURG, Pa, Sunday. — That
Harry Kendall Thaw is spending $150°
a day for his personal comfort in the
Tombs is the story told: by Paul Mc-
Donald, who spent from July 18 to
July 31 in that prison, where he was
held on a+¢charge of embezzlement.
Since being brought back to this city,
a prisoner the case has been dropped.
McDonald says:—

“I was in a cell next to Thaw. Fre-
quently have I marvelled at the way
he spends his money. . On one occasion
I saw him give an attendant the
change from. a new one hun-
dred dollar bill after his breakfast
bill was deducted. He has his check
book in the cell with him and three
checks on a page and as soon as one
needs money Thaw will send out and
have the check certified. Upon it be-
ing returned to_him he will deliver it
over to the person for whom it is ine
tended.

The attendant at the Tombs ' run
to answer his call and they are well
rewarded for their efforts.

“I would venture to say his expenses
within the Tombs exceed $150 daily.
Breakfast finished, Thaw reads his
mail. When Evelyn Nesbit Thaw ar-
rives Thaw often censures her for sins,
either of omission or commission, but
generally they agree. Sometimes his
language is vituperative. At other
times he is all tenderness.

“I have heard him say, “I'd rather
be dead than worried to death by you
people trying to make me believe that
I am crazy.’

Excited over the reports of the death
of Miss Edna Thomas, Harry Kendall
Thaw from the Tombs yesterday made
the following statement :

“The papers this morning say the
Thomas woman is dead. This is an-
other of the falsehoods of the creatures
whose supine tool they would have her
made to cover up their tracks.”

That was asked if he had anything
to add to his statement, as it did not
appear to be conclusive.

“I have nothing to say -except that

false,” was his reply.
