Ottawa Man Thinks Tourist Travel From 

Canada Could be Creatly Increased 

Bu Publicity Campaign ( 
a ae 

G. S. Hutchinson, of the Department 

of Public Printing and" Stationery, 
Ottawa, was In the city yesterday. 
He is on his vacation and i{s enjoying 

a tour through the Maritime Pro- 
vinces. 
Mr. Hutchinson is a native of Nova 

Scotia and was formerly employed on 

the Ottawa Journal. He takes a great 
interest in the Maritime Provinces 
and particularly in the tourist travel. 

He estimates that the people of Otta- 
wa alone spend over $50,000 a year at 

American summer resorts, and if the 

rest of Ottawa and Montreal is taken 

into consideration there is an expendi- 
ture of about half a million, much of 

which could be diverted to the Mari~ 

time Provinces. As Mr. Hutchinson 

remarked, we have now a steadily in- 

creasing tourist travel from the United 

States, but he has found that this 

travel is not as steady as the! Upper 

Canadian. For instance, during the 

lo and St. Louis expositions were held, 

the American travel diminished to a 

very appreciable extent. Now in Can- 

ada there are no such counter attrac- 
tions, and year after year the same 

people leave Ottawa for American sea- 

port towns being entirely unaware of 

the beauty spots in the provinces by 

the sea. They know of us commer- 

cially and politically, and there is no 

reason why we should not become ac- 

quaintéd socially. 

Once the tide of tourist travel turns 

this way it will be steadily increased, 

and if this chance is not taken ad- 

vantage of now a golden opportunity 

will be wasted. 
Mr. Hutchinson is acquainted with 

many persons in Ottawa who might 

become visitors to this part of the 

country, and he will furnish addresses 

to the Tourist Association if they de- 

sire them. 

In Ottawa there is an annual appro- 
priation of $60,000 for the purpose of 

‘beautifying the city, and Mr. Hutchin- 
son says this work is gradually be- 

coming evident. 
The proposed departmental buildings 

in Ottawa, which are to cost $5,000,000 

will also add greatly to the beauty of 

that city, in fact the only fault one 

can find with Ottawa now is the. in- 

tense heat. “If Ottawa had a climate 

like St. John it would be-an ideal spot, 

but since this is not so ‘the people of 

St. John should make greater efforts 

to induce visitors to the city.”
